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	Annex A is introduced with the text: "This annex gives examples of signalling flows for the Message Waiting Indication service within the IM CN subsystem based on the Session Initiation Protocol (SIP).", that is with the clear implication that all the contents are in accordance with what is specified for the service. It is clear that the normative procedures specify only that the service is provided using the procedures of RFC 3842 and contain nothing about any alternative procedure.

	
	

	Summary of change:
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	For 3GPP TS 24.406, and for all releases of 3GPP TS 24.606 prior to release 11, subclause A.1.3, detailing an unspecified alternative procedure is eliminated (declared void).

At release 11, subclause A.1.3 is retained, but an editor's note is included to identify the lack of support in the normative part of the specification, and indicating that further consideration will decide if it is retained or deleted.
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
