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1. Introduction

CT4 have had one meeting since the last CT plenary meeting. CT4#58 was held in Chicago, USA from 6th - 10th August 2012 kindly hosted by the North American Friends of 3GPP.
The election of the Chairman was held in the CT4#58 meeting. Nigel Berry's candidature was the only one submitted to 3GPP MCC and so he was elected as the new CT4 Chairman by acclamation. MCC and PCG had previously ruled that in this strange electoral situation in CT4 that the general rule still applied, that if another candidate had had more than two consecutive terms of office and with another candidate contending, they would not be able to stand. PCG will look to see if the 3GPP electoral rules and procedures, Article 22, need enhancing for the different situations that can arise. As a consequence of this, Nigel Berry resigned his Vice-Chair position and so elections for a new Vice-Chair will be held in CT4#59 in November, the next full meeting of CT4.
In CT4#58, we had parallel sessions. The parallel sessions were chaired by the new CT4 Chair - Nigel Berry (Alcatel-Lucent) and by the new Vice-Chair - Lionel Morand (Orange). The official notes were taken by Kimmo Kymäläinen; CT4's MCC support secretary. 
CT4#58 was a very busy meeting, as the last meeting before the Rel-11 stage 3 freeze. Most of the Rel-11 Work Items were completed. A few exception sheets were prepared for the few WIs which still require some work to be finalized. Hard fought discussions took place, in particular, on SMS in MME, which eventually ended in a good compromise, thanks to the hard work and willingness from the interested companies to finalize the work in time for the Rel-11 freeze.
In CT4#58, 62 delegates were present representing 49 companies and we handled 493 documents and agreed 144 CRs.
The overall time used to discuss the documents on different releases:  ~80 % for Rel-11, ~15% for REl-10 and earlier. CT4 also spent some time at this meeting on Rel-12 issues.
New Rapporteurs were nominated for some CT4 TSs with "defunct" Rapporteurs, Many thanks go to them for their help to 3GPP in their new roles.
The draft version of the meeting report of CT4#58 (distributed on the CT4 email list for review) is provided in document CP‑120438 for information.

This time we had corrective CRs starting from Rel-7.

Joint Meetings/Sessions with other groups:

We had several joint sessions with CT1 on SIMTC-PS_Only which were very productive and provided jointly agreed output.
We had a joint session with CT1 on CSG Handover Procedures (23.009) to provide a combined output for this jointly owned TS, which resulted in an agreed CR.
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2. Work Organisation

2. Management Summary of Ongoing Work 

Release 11
UDC Data Reference Model [UDC_DM]
In TR 29.935, the last Editor’s notes were removed. Telecom Italia are the Rapporteurs. The TR is presented for approval to the CT plenary in CP-120484.

Following the recommendation that the TR will have no standardisation of the RDM, in TS 23.335 and TS 29.335, text was added that, "Standardization of the Data Model for the Ud interface between Front-Ends and the UDR is out of the scope of 3GPP". The agreed CRs are sent for approval to this CT Plenary in CP-120469. 

EPC Node Failure [FS_ EPC_NR]
CT4 continued its discussions on the enhanced SGW restoration procedures when ISR is active. This analysis and conclusion are expected to be achieved by CT#58 (Dec. 2012). An Exception sheet was agreed for this outstanding study in CP-120450. ZTE are the Rapporteurs.
TR 23.857 v1.9.0 (C4-121828) was agreed as basis for future work. 

Enhanced Nodes Restoration for EPC [eNR_EPC]
CT4, in collaboration with CT3, will need to investigate further the PMIP and PCC impacts for the enhanced restoration procedure for an SGW failure; this is with and without restart and also when ISR is not active, i.e. to define in particular the behaviour of the PCEF and PCRF for PDN connections that have been affected by an SGW failure and whose S5 bearers have not been restored yet, e.g. upon installation or modification of the PCC rules. An Exception sheet was agreed for this in CP-120451. 

Agreed CRs from Huawei are sent for approval to this plenary (CP-120471).
CT Aspects of VPLMN Autonomous CSG Roaming [VCSG-St3]
The work was completed with:

· ZTE CRs on Restoration procedures, on VCSG Reset and VCSG Cancel Location MAP procedures;

· Alcatel-Lucent CRs on the same points above applied to S7a and S7d.

Agreed CRs are in CP-120476.
There is also the possibility for the CSS to register a user even if it has currently no CSG subscription data available (temporary empty CSG subscription data Indication).

BBF Interworking Building Block I [BBAI_BBI-CT]
The Alcatel-Lucent - Ericsson CRs replacing the RAT-Type "BBF" value over the SWa interface by a new Access-Transport-Type AVP (with "BBF" value) were agreed and are sent for approval in CP-120474. The CT4 work is complete for BBAI for WLAN access.

For H(e)NB access, CT4 agreed a pCR from Ericsson to TS 29.139 on the tunnel management procedures between the H(e)NB and the SeGW. However, the procedures for discovering the H(e)NB Public IP address and the tunnel modification procedures upon NAT remapping remain FFS pending SA2 decisions and responses to the LSs sent by CT4.  An Exception sheet was agreed to enable this, if SA2 provide a suitable stage 2 in time. See CP-120452. TS 23.139 v0.2.0 (C4-121797) is sent for Information to CT Plenary in CP-120488. Ericsson are the Rapporteurs.
Single Radio Voice Call Continuity from UTRAN/GERAN to E-UTRAN/HSPA  [rSRVCC-CT]
CT4 agreed several CRs on TS 29.280 and TS 29.274, including in particular a new CS to PS SRVCC Cancel Notification/Acknowledge procedure specified recently in the stage 2. 

Agreed CRs are sent for approval to this CT plenary in CP-120475.
Reachability Aspects of SIMTC [SIMTC-Reach]
The main aspects of this feature are the delivery of triggering messages to the UE via SMS, which requires the use of the S6m, T4 (CT4) and Tsp (CT3) interfaces. 
Several CRs were agreed from Alcatel-Lucent for PS-only subscription without an MSISDN. For backward compatibility reasons and to minimize impacts in legacy nodes (SGSN, VLR, SCP…), CT4 agreed that the HLR populates the MSISDN parameter over the Gr and D interfaces with a dummy MSISDN, if no MSISDN is available in the user's subscription. It is FFS whether the value of this Dummy MSISDN can be standardized rather than leaving it to an operator to define. Agreed CRs are sent for approval to this plenary (CP-120472).
CT4 also agreed CRs related to the S6m, T4 and Tsp interfaces for device triggering from Juniper and Ericsson. IANA will be requested to allocate code points for new Diameter Application IDs and commands. 

TS 29.336 v0.3.0 (S6m/S6, C4-121807, CP-120485) and TS 29.337 v0.2.0 (T4, C4-121808, CP-120486) are sent for information and approval to CT Plenary. 

SMS Aspects of SIMTC [SIMTC-PS_Only]
This meeting was a turning point in the progress of SMS in MME and required several Joint Sessions with CT1. 

Ericsson made proposals for the stage 2 with a CR to TS 23.040 in CT1, about the registrations of the MME for SMS, plus a CT4 CR to TS 29.272. These CRs were conflicting with the corresponding CRs from Huawei, Alcatel-Lucent and Verizon Wireless. After long discussions, the companies at the end of the week, converged to the following agreed documents, co-signed by Ericsson, Huawei, Alcatel-Lucent and Verizon Wireless:

a CR to TS 23.040 describing the stage2 call flows for the registrations of  the MME for SMS,  where the MME can either request:

· mandatory registrations for SMS to the HSS, e.g. if it does not support an SGs; 

· or, registrations without preferences, where the HSS then selects the SMS in MME feature, except if the UE has not indicated SMS only and the user has a CS voice subscription; 

· or, the user expresses a preference to not use SMS in MME, except if an SGs cannot be used, e.g. when the user has no CS subscription.

This way of proceeding allows an optimisation of signalling (with one ULR/ULA exchange) for all the use cases and allows a degree of flexibility to the visited PLMN to use the SMS in MME feature or an SGS without leaving the HSS of the Home PLMN to decide everything. This was the concern in the original proposal.

CT1 and CT4 recognised that the correct place for this stage 2 text should be in TS 23.272 (owned by SA2) but due to the short timeframe and meeting schedule time remaining for Rel-11, CT1 and CT4 considered it necessary to have a stage 2 agreed in this CT1/4 joint meeting. The agreed text is therefore proposed to go into TS 23.040, owned by CT1.  
CT Plenary is asked to agree on the corresponding stage 3 CRs aligned with this proposed stage 2 normative text. An LS was sent to SA2 to inform them of this agreed solution. The principle was agreed that CRs will eventually be needed to move the stage 2 text to TS 23.272, where it really belongs.

-
Contributions were agreed:

· to complete TS 29.338 (SGd and S6c interfaces) which is proposed for approval at CT Plenary (Alcatel-Lucent is the Rapporteur in C4-121697, CP-120487) and; 

· to specify the corresponding SGd and S6c IWFs in TS 29.305 and to complement the TS 29.002, MAP C, to transfer the MME Diameter address from the HSS. These agreed CRs from Ericsson, Huawei, Alcatel-Lucent and Verizon Wireless are sent for approval to this plenary (CP-120473).
-
An exception sheet (CP-120453) identifies:

· the question of the Diameter routing based on the MSISDN for the request from the SMS-GMSC to the HSS  (so on a network domain based on the CC-NDC) instead of the current routing based on the IMSI (with an MCC-MNC based network domain);

· the IWF for the mapping of SMS enhanced S6a  to S6a + MAP D remains missing. Contributions are expected tobe proposed in the next CT4 meeting for this.

CN Aspects of Mobility Based On GTP & PMIPv6 for WLAN 
Access to EPC [SaMOG_WLAN- CN]
The specification of the authentication and authorization procedures over the STa interface was finalized. The TWAN will assume by default that Non-Seamless Wireless Offload (NSWO) is authorized, if it does not receive the new NSWO-Authorization AVP in the STa authentication and authorization (successful) answer from the 3GPP AAA Server (C4-121744), i.e. legacy systems. CRs were also agreed for the TWAN to consistently set the RAT-Type or Access-Type IE over the GTP/PMIP S2a and over STa.

A CR from Nokia Siemens Networks proposing to report a new Trusted WLAN AP identity (i.e. AP's MAC address) as User Location Information over GTP S2a was postponed until the corresponding stage 2 requirements are specified (Cisco is preparing a stage 2 CR for this).

Agreed CRs from Alcatel-Lucent and Nokia Siemens Networks are sent for approval to this plenary (CP-120477).
Enhancements for Multimedia Priority Service (MPS) Gateway 
Control Priority [eMPS_ Gateway]

CT4 agreed stage 3 CRs for the Ix, Iq, Mn and Mc profiles, to add support of the priority indicator and Diffserv marking for MPS sessions/calls. This completes the CT4 work on eMPS. 

Agreed CRs from Applied Communication Sciences, National Communications System, AT&T, Ericsson, Nokia Siemens Networks and Alcatel-Lucent are sent for approval to this plenary (CP-120478).
CN Aspects of Service Identification for RRC Improvements in GERAN [SIRIG]
CT4 has specified the new GTP-U extension header in TS 29.281 necessary to signal the Service Class Indicator associated with the T-PDU across the PS CN to GERAN (C4-121789).  CT4 assumed that SIRIG is supported in roaming cases for both local breakout and home routed traffic and therefore that the SCI had also to be also defined over the Gp and S8 roaming interfaces. CT4 sent an LS to SA2 (C4-121774) to verify that this is a correct understanding, since SA2 had removed a note from TS 23.060 that was earlier preventing support of SIRIG in roaming scenarios but did not add the corresponding roaming interfaces for home routed traffic in normative text.  

The agreed CR from Huawei, China Mobile, Alcatel-Lucent and Cisco is sent for approval to this plenary (CP-120479).

Network Provided Location Information [NWK-PL2IMS-CT]
A CR reviewed the format of the UE time zone AVP and added the Daylight-Saving-Time for the S6a/d, Gr and Sh interfaces. 

Agreed CRs from Orange are sent for approval to this plenary (CP-120480).
IMS [TEI11]

In TS 29.228 Annex F (parameters for service point trigger matching) now describes the Request URI parameter in the downloaded user profile with its format and its matching rule with a SIP-URI and TEL-URI handled at SIP signalling level. 

The agreed CR from China Mobile is sent for approval to this plenary (CP-120456).
GTP [TEI11]
A number of CRs were agreed, including:

· the definition of a new optional eNodeB ID IE in the GTPv1 Forward Relocation Request message (C4-121740) enabling it to transfer a target eNode ID during an inter-RAT handover from a Gn/Gp SGSN to an MME without the need to rely on intermediate mapping to/from an RNC ID over Gn in the source SGSN and target MME;

· extra clarification was provided on how to construct the MME FQDN, if there are less than 2 significant digits in the MME code (C4-121781). CT4 agreed during the discussion of this CR that the MSB of an MME Group ID shall always be 1 and this would be regardless of the recent introduction into the standards of the concept of native vs. a mapped GUTI. CT4 agreed it is allowed to deploy LACs with MSB set to 0 or 1, and MME Group ID with MSB set to 1, but not the MME Group ID with an MSB set to 0. A clarification CR to TS 23.003 is expected at the next CT4 meeting to clarify that this rule shall apply in all networks;   

· a CR to TS 29.274 on Encoding of Absolute Time of MBMS Data Transfer (alignment with RAN3).

Agreed CRs from Alcatel-Lucent, Verizon, Ericsson, Huawei, Nokia Siemens Networks, NEC, Cisco, ZTE and Hitachi are sent for approval to this plenary (CP-120457).
P-CSCF Recovery in PMIP Based S5/S8 Networks [TEI11]

CT4 agreed a CR to TS 23.380 from Ericsson, NTT DOCOMO, NEC and Hitachi, extending the support of the P-CSCF recovery procedure to PMIP based S5 networks (C4-121712, CP-120458).  

PS Additional Number [PSAN]
The Additional MSISDN, defined in TS 23.003 and used as a C-MSISDN, was specified with TS 29.272 and TS 29.328/29.329 CRs. 

A feature was introduced for the backward compatibility cases, where the MME or an AS does not know how to handle the A-MSISDN. It allows the HSS, by configuration, to send the A-MSISDN in the downloaded MSISDN information element.  

Agreed CRs from Deutsche Telekom, Nokia Siemens Networks, Huawei  and Ericsson are sent for approval to this plenary (CP-120481).
Generic IMS User Group Over Sh  [GenUG_Sh]
The Alcatel-Lucent CR to TS 29.364 (co-signed by Verizon Wireless, AT&T and Deutsche Telecom) was discussed, Ericsson had concerns that it should have no interference with the current stage 2, e.g. no registration of the group through the registration of one of its members. This resulted in additional text being provided in the CR. The allowed identifiers of a group are a PSI or a Public User Identity (this last one is used when the group data is associated to a particular user, e.g. a group controller) but the possibility to identify a group with a URI pointing to group data in an external entity, e.g. in an XDMS server, was not retained. 

The agreed CR from Alcatel-Lucent, Verizon Wireless, AT&T and Deutsch Telekom, is sent for approval to this CT Plenary in CP-120482.
No further work is now planned for Rel-11.

Full Support of Multi-Operator Core Network by GERAN  [Full_MOCN-GERAN]
CT4 conditionally agreed a CR to TS 23.003 from Renesas Mobile Europe Ltd and Alcatel-Lucent, describing rules for the NCC settings in a shared GERAN network (C4-121373) under the condition that the linked TS 44.018 CR # 0936 is approved by TSG GERAN during the GERAN#55 meeting, in CP-120470. CT4 also agreed a revision of the CT WID on CN stage 3 for FULL-MOCN-GERAN (C4-121782) capturing the impacts to TS 23.003. CT4 then kindly requested TSG GERAN to remove this specification (under CT4 remit) from the GERAN WID (C4-121793).

Any Other Topics for Release 11 [TEI11]

In addition, we agreed enhancements and corrections in the following areas for Rel-11:

· CP-120459
S102 Interface (29.277)
CT4 agreed a CR from Alcatel-Lucent and Huawei to TS 29.277 (C4-121730) enabling the MME to use the Activity Type and the Call Priority signalled in the GCSNA Status IE in the IWS to MME direction as requested by 3GPP2-A.  

· CP-120460
Cell Broadcast Centre (29.168)
Minor editorial corrections were agreed from one2many, China Telecom and Huawei. Several CRs proposing  new CBC procedures were postponed due to the pending related stage 2 discussions in CT1.

· CP-120584
Handover to a CSG Cell (23.009) 
A joint session with CT1 on CSG Handover Procedures (23.009) provided a CT1-CT4 combined output for this jointly owned TS, which resulted in an agreed CR. CR number allocation is under CT1 and provided in the CT1 CR package.
· CP-120461
AAA Failure Recovery
A CR to TS 29.273 handling recovery from a AAA server failure was already presented in a previous meeting from Ericsson, Orange and Nokia Siemens Networks and was agreed this time. An access node discovering a AAA server failure and being redirected to this AAA server after having sent an authentication and authorization request to an alternate AAA server, sends a new authentication with failure indication to this alternate server, so that it can transfer it to the HSS, which then registers this new AAA server. 

· CP-120462
EPS MME SGSN Diameter Interfaces (29.272)
A CR from Ericsson that specifies that, when Single-Registration-Indication is received in a ULR, the HSS shall always send a CLR with type, Update-Procedure, regardless of whether the UE has made an initial attach in the MME.

A CR from Huawei and Neustar on Notify over S6a/d when the Homogeneous Support of IMS Voice Over PS Sessions is modified in the MME/SGSN, was agreed. It follows the corresponding SA2 CRs on this topic. 

A CR from Nokia Siemens Networks clarified that CSG subscription data downloaded in an IDR replace all the previously stored CSG subscription data. 

The Alcatel-Lucent, Verizon Wireless and Nokia Siemens Networks CR mapping the S6a Diameter errors into the NAS cause code "Severe network failure" was agreed, with some limitation on the Diameter base protocol errors which could force it to a "Severe network failure".

A CR on ETWS Secondary Notification from Ericsson was agreed.

CR from China Telecom, Huawei and Ericsson on Extensions to PMIPv6 signalling and Correction to references for TS 29.275 were agreed.

CRs from NEC and Huawei on Homogeneous Support of IMS Voice over PS Sessions and WLAN Direct IP Access Information Elements were added into TS 23.008 were agreed.

· CP-120466
MAP (29.002)
An Alcatel-Lucent 29.002 CR to make it mandatory that the IMSI is in the MAP MO Forward Short Message and a Nokia Siemens Networks CR on Check IMEI Error were agreed.

· CP-120467
CAMEL (23.278)
The Alcatel-Lucent CR on a CAMEL correction regarding mapping of SIP response codes to Camel detection Points was agreed.

· CP-120468
LCS (29.173) and Location Management (23.012)
A CR from TeliaSonera on Support for the MSC in a Pool to avoid dual VLR registration was agreed.
· CP-120483
Split Architecture MGCF-MGW H.248
CT4 agreed a CR from Nokia Siemens Networks to TS 29.332 adding the T.38 related SDP attributes to be signalled to the IM-MGW. Further work will be required to finalise the remaining CT4 items of the T.38 work item (C4-121745), see the Exception Sheet for the CT4 work in CP-120454.
· CP-120460
Terminating Access Domain Selection T-ADS
A CR from Huawei clarifies (without overlapping onto the additionally agreed Rel-9 CR) the HSS answer to a T-ADS request. 
Release 10 and Earlier
Selected IP Traffic Offload 
[SIPTO]

CRs from China Telecom, Huawei and Alcatel-Lucent to TS 29.303 and 29.273 (Rel-10) were agreed to allow support of 3GPP2 SIPTO for eHRPD, i.e. it allows the HSGW to select a PGW which is close to the UE's HSGW. 
Agreed CRs are sent for approval to this plenary (CP-120447).

CT4 agreed one Rel-10 CR an onwards from Cisco, as an essential corrections on the SGW DL/UL F-TEID for data forwarding in the Forward Relocation Response message (C4-121551, CP-120448).
IMS
[TEI7, TEI8, TEI9]

Emergency (de)registrations handling has now been clearly defined in an annex to TS 29.228. It takes into account the stage 2 requirement that emergency (de) registrations should not impact the registration status of the user. The CR from Ericsson addresses the case of deregistration initiated by the HSS. This CR applies from Rel-7, see CP-120439.
An LS was sent to SA2 to enable them to consider to add some text about (de)registrations handling in TS 23.167, which currently is not addressed. 
In addition, emergency registrations are not covered by the restoration procedures. These CRs from Ericsson apply from Rel-8, see CP-120440.
The RAT type format used over the Sh was corrected to an Integer to be compatible with the RAT type value ranges defined in TS 29.212.

The CSG ID XML string length was corrected to take into account it is a base64 encoding. 

These CRs from Nokia Siemens Networks and NEC apply from Rel-9, see CP-120445.
Any Other Topics for Release 10 and Earlier
Inter-RAT handover and Inter-RAT Release with redirect  [TEI8]

CT4 was consulted by SA2 on a serious Rel-8 FASMO issue (UEs moving back and forth between UTRAN and E-UTRAN in the absence of an LTE roaming agreement between the VPLMN and HPLMN). CT4 recommended (see C4-121806 from NTT DOCOMO) that it should leave the SGSN to decide on whether LTE roaming is supported for a specific user by local configuration, e.g. using a configuration table of PLMNs for which LTE roaming agreements do not exist. Some protocol enhancements would be needed for checking whether the user is restricted to access the LTE ("E-UTRAN not allowed").

We agreed corrections in the following areas:

Split Architecture MGCF-MGW H.248   [TEI8]
CT4 updated the reference to RFC 3267 by RFC 4867 from Rel-8 onwards for the RTP Payload Format for AMR and AMR-WB Audio Codecs for the Mn profile.

· CP-120444
LoCation Services
[TEI9]
The LSC info AVP downloaded over the S6a/d and containing the GMLCs address, shall also contain the GMLC Diameter identities in addition to their E.164 Number.

· CP-120490
LoCation Services
[CP-LCS(TEI10?)]

Ericsson identified an issue in the correlation of different LPPa messages by an E-SMLC for some cases, and proposed that the MME should introduce the correlation ID at the SLs protocol level when the user is in a connection oriented mode. Other companies are in favour of an end to end solution at the LPPa level. A LS was sent to RAN3 describing the possible CT4 solution and asking RAN3 which solution they will retain. 

An indication of the LCS Capability Set value to be used over the S6a/d was specified.

System Architecture Evolution Spec AAA IF  [SAES]

An update of the IETF draft status to RFC 6611 from Rel-8 onwards was agreed from Ericsson.

MIP (29.282)
[TEI10]
CT4 updated in TS 29.282, the reference to the draft-ietf-mext-nemo-v4traversal to RFC 5555, from Rel-8 onwards, and the reference to RFC 3775 by RFC 6275 from Rel-11 onwards. It is FFS whether the update to RFC 6275 should be introduced in earlier releases. To be checked - China Telecom, Huawei
· CP-120446
Terminating Access Domain Selection T-ADS [TEI9]
A Rel-9 CR from Nokia Siemens Networks explains how a T-ADS request from an AS shall be handled by the HSS, taking into account the value of Homogeneous Support of Voice over IMS Sessions, the MME/SGSN registration status and the result of a possible T-ADS request to the MME/SGSN. The detailed explanation and SDL diagrams were put into an informative Annex, as they were considered linked to an implementation. The logic described by this is correct though and does solve IOT issues.  

The CRs for Release 10 and earlier were agreed as essential corrections.

CT4 has specified the new Service Class Indicator GTP-U extension header in the attached CR (C4-121789) according to the LS received from SA2 on SIRIG.

As requested by SA2, standardised SCI values have been reserved for future releases.

Additionally, CT4 assumes that SIRIG is supported in roaming case for both local breakout and home routed traffic, and thus that the SCI shall also be defined on the Gp and S8 roaming interfaces, which is captured in the agreed CR. However, CT4 noted that SA2 has removed the NOTE for the roaming case and did not add the roaming interfaces for home routed traffic in their normative text.

CT4 kindly ask SA2 to update their specification or to respond to CT4 if this is an incorrect assumption.

CT4 asks SA2 group to take the above information into consideration and update their 23.060 specification, if needed.

However since it is preferred that these normative procedures are captured in one stage 2 and TS 23.272 would need to be aligned with this solution the CR contains an editor's note that is to be approved pending the changes being incorporated into TS 23.272. When this occurs it is intended to remove these changes from TS 23.040 to avoid any duplication of stage 2 procedures. 

CT4 has agreed the corresponding stage 3 CR to TS 29.272 (C4-121747, CP-120473) which is dependent on the approval of the CR to TS 23.040.

2. Work Item descriptions
CT4 endorsed a new WID on Enhanced FAX T.38 support (also covering V.152 VBDoIP, as an alternative to T.38, C4-121745) and the IMS Operator Determined Call Barring (C4-121699).
