	The HNB name inside the CSG ID list identifier must contain also the tag and the length, in order to be correctly decoded by the UICC. For this reason, the current description indicating that same coding of HNB name in EFHNBN in TS 31.102 [14] is used is not correct because that does not contain the length of the HNB name. The HNB Name TLV object should be used so that UICC can correctly extract the HNB name.

The current text is not clear on what needs to be passed if the CSG cell does not broadcast the HNB name. If the HNB name is not included in the CSG ID list, the UICC might not be able to distinguish it from the next CSG id in the list. For this reason, an empty HNB name should be passed in this case.

Moreover, it is possible that the list contains 2 or more CSG ids that belong to different PLMNs. For this reason, the list needs to be expanded to contain the PLMN value for each CSG cell.
