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	Reason for change:
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	The option for the UE to possibly select HPLMN instead of RPLMN at switch-on or return from lack of coverage was added by 3GPP TS 23.122 CR 0111r3 which was approved as C1-070536 / CP-070152 under work item NSP-CR (WID in CP-060357). The justification of that CR talks about allowing the UE to select HPLMN, but not mandating a full scan to prove HPLMN is not available before selecting RPLMN.
Also USIM control for HPLMN operator to turn the feature on or off was added to 3GPP TS 31.102 in USIM data file EFLRPLMNSI (Last RPLMN Selection Indication). This data file setting decides whether the UE has to follow the old requirement to always search for RPLMN at switch-on or after loss of coverage or is it allowed to take the option of registering to either RPLMN or HPLMN (or EHPLMN, if one exists).
A related UE test case is specified in 3GPP TS 34.123-1 clause 6.1.1.13 and it requires the UE to prioritise HPLMN higher than RPLMN in PLMN selection if the EFLRPLMNSI is set to ‘01’. 

This understanding that the EFLRPLMNSI setting '01' requires HPLMN selection was never the intention of the original Rel-7 CR, and correction is needed to state clearly the protocol requirement, which is for each EFLRPLMNSI setting as follows: 

‘00’ UE shall follow the old requirement and select RPLMN

‘01’ UE can take the new option and select either RPLMN or HPLMN
The main goal of this CR is to clarify the latter UE implementation option. 
PLMN selection requirements are specified in 3GPP TS 23.122 but the current definition of code point ‘01’ is misleading, so it is useful to clarify the intended UE behaviour both 23.122 and 31.102, but no formal dependency between the two CRs is necessary.
