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1. Introduction

CT4 have had one meeting since the last CT plenary meeting in Vienna: CT4#61 was held in ChengDu, China, from 20th to 24th May 2013 kindly hosted by Huawei. The meeting was held in a beautiful Chinese city at the lovely Shangri La Hotel and was hosted impeccably.
In CT4#61, we had parallel sessions. The parallel sessions were chaired by the CT4 Chair - Nigel Berry (Alcatel-Lucent) and by the Vice-Chairs: Lionel Morand (Orange) and Yvette Koza (DT). The official notes were taken by Kimmo Kymäläinen, CT4's MCC support secretary. 
CT4#61 was a more intensive relaxed meeting and CT4 continued to really focus on the Rel-12 work but there was plenty of earlier release current engineering to keep us busy. There were some very good discussions and a willingness to be coopetive on work items on the part of the delegates. 
In CT4#61, 61 delegates were present representing 48 different companies and we handled 559 documents and agreed 164 CRs.
The overall time used to discuss the documents on different releases:  ~50% for Rel-12, ~25% for Rel-11 and ~25% for REl-10 and earlier.
The Draft version of the meeting report of CT4#61 (distributed on the CT4 email list for review) is provided also in document CP‑130271 for information.

This time we had corrective CRs starting from Rel-6. 
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2. Work Organisation

2. Management Summary of Ongoing Work 

Release 12

IM-SSF Application Server Service Data Descriptions [IMS_SSFDD]
Corrections were brought to the XML schema describing the IMS CAMEL data.

Agreed CRs are sent for approval to this plenary in CP-130302.

Diameter based interface between the SGSN-GMLC [Dia-SGSN_GMLC]
There is only one contributor on this WI but the work progresses efficiently.

CRs to TS 29.172 addressing the support of deferred MT-LR and periodic MO-LR TTTP procedures which exist for SGSN but not for MME, were agreed.

A discussion paper for an optimisation of location procedures with a combined SGSN/MME node could have architectural impacts, as other nodes will be aware of the nature of the node (e.g. GMLC). 

An LS was sent to SA2 to inform them of the progress of the WI work, in particular on the way to handle the combined node. CT4 will need to see how SA2 will answer about the architectural aspects. 

Agreed CRs are sent for approval to this plenary in CP-130291.
Diameter based interface between SGSN and SMS central functions [Dia_SGSN_SMS]

There is only one contributor on this WI. CRs to TS 29.338 about the support of the Diameter Gdd interface between SGSN and SMS central functions were agreed, as well as CRs updating S6c in TS 29.338, S6m in TS 29.336 and T4 in TS 29337. 

One particular point still requires discussion about whether the Destination Host needs to be mandatory when there is an IWF (this question also applies to IWF with S6a/d). 

Regarding the optimisation of SM delivery with a combined MME/SGSN node there were concerns about the architectural impacts, as for the MME/SGSN and GMLC case. An LS to SA2 asking about this will be required before the formal approval of any CRs.
Agreed CRs are sent for approval to this plenary in CP-130300.
CT aspects of Extended IMS Media Plane Security [eMEDIASEC_CT]
The WID was revised to add a study phase on the IMS H.248 profiles aspects of Extended IMS media plane security features, including an analysis of the requirements and procedures for TCP bearer control and related NAT traversal support which are not specific to media security and which may result in normative work via another work item.

The skeleton of the new TR was agreed (rapporteur: Bruno/Alcatel-Lucent). 

P-CRs on MSRP design considerations and early considerations for the TLS and TCP procedures were agreed. It was agreed in particular that: 

· the study will investigate e2ae and e2e security for MSRP implementations supporting RFC 4975 in combination with IETF RFC 6135 ("COMEDIA for MSRP") and either IETF RFC 6714 ("CEMA for MSRP")  or draft-ietf-simple-msrp-sessmatch-10 [x];

· scenarios without support of IETF RFC 6135 (e.g. for support of pre-Rel-8 3GPP UEs) should be considered only as an option within the 3GPP H.248 profiles;

· the IMS-AGW shall support application-agnostic interworking for TLS-based e2ae scenarios, i.e. transparent forwarding of application (i.e. MSRP) data; 

· the IMS-AGW may support application-aware interworking for TLS-based e2ae scenarios, i.e. modifying the Path parameter in application (i.e. MSRP) data;

· the IMS-AGW and TrGW shall support application-agnostic (i.e. transparent) forwarding of TLS packets for e2e scenarios.

CRs submitted to add support of the TCP merge mode in the IMS Iq profile were postponed until corresponding requirements and procedures are analysed in the TR. This NAT-T capability underlines that media security (TLS) and TCP connection control are disjoint subjects as such. The TR should therefore explicitly outline the conditions of TLS/TCP and non-TLS/TCP bearer establishment & release.

Study on Diameter Overload Control Mechanisms [FS_DOCME]

There was an intensive debate in CT4 about which mechanism should be the standardized solution for the Diameter overload control mechanism to be used in 3GPP networks.

CT4 does not want to create new solutions but only wants to analyse the existing IETF solutions to see if they fit the 3GPP requirements, 

Use cases are required to demonstrate that any solution is not suited to fulfil the requirements. It was agreed to investigate the introduction of an origin host scope thus allowing an introduction of overload information associated to the traffic between a pair of clients and servers.
It was agreed that as we are moving into the second phase of the TR i.e. solution space, all contributions will now be directed through one meeting and be subject to normal 3GPP procedures for inclusion into the TR. All interested 3GPP Diameter experts will continue to be invited.
Reporting Enhancements in Warning Message Delivery [REP-WMD]
There were no inputs other than two incoming Reply LSs from CT1 and RAN3. RAN3 is still studying whether to enhance or not the existing S1 protocol such as to allow the CBC to include various types of Warning Area List in a single message. CT4 is awaiting additional feedback from RAN3 on this aspect before it can proceed.

eMBMS Restoration Procedures [eMBMS]
CT4 agreed 12 new 23.007 CRs covering various aspects of this work.

These were:

· BM-SC failure/restart,

· SGmb/Sn path failure/recovery,

· contents of MBMS Session Start Request when re-establishing an MBMS session,

· EPS node behaviour when a peer restarts,

· and triggers for re-establishing MBMS sessions upon an M3AP path recovery. 

It was agreed to define a new "MBMS session re-establishment indication" flag in the MBMS Session Start Request message over all the MBMS interfaces. This message is used to re-establish an MBMS session, to enable the MCE/RNC to differentiate requests resulting from restoration scenarios from those with TMGI duplication due to operator misconfigurations and to more tightly control the switching of a session from one MME/SGSN to another. 

There remains one open point on how to release the MBMS bearer contexts in the old MME/SGSN when moving the control of an MBMS session to another MME/SGSN (e.g. due to an Sm/Sn failure). There were concerns that a solution based on MCE/RNC sending a RESET message (with a "takeover" cause) to the old MME/SGSN would cause much signalling overhead in the MCE distributed architecture and proposed instead to define and use a new single GTPv2 message from the new to the old MME/SGSN. A combination of both approaches might be interesting to consider and is FFS, as this would allow to save substantial signalling in most use cases, whilst also allowing to fallback to the M3AP RESET solution in scenarios where both MMEs (or SGSNs) could not communicate with each other (e.g. IP failure affecting both the Sm and M10 interfaces). This would require a new parameter in the MBMS Session Start Request over M3/Iu to instruct the MCE/RNC whether or not to send a RESET message to the old node.  

The stage 2 work is now 85% complete. 

Agreed CRs are sent for approval to this plenary in CP-130301.

Any Other Topics for Release 12 [TEI12]:
LIPA MObility NET – SIPTO [LIMONET-SIPTO]
A comprehensive set of CRs was agreed to introduce stage 3 support of SIPTO at the local network, i.e. at the (H)(e)NB covering: new subscription parameters and corresponding MAP/Diameter updates. GTPv1/v2 updates were agreed (specific error code to reject bearer resource modification request if any) and DNS procedures updates for SGW and PGW selection, for both architectures specified in stage 2 (LGW collocated with (H)(e)NB, or standalone GW). The work is 75% complete. Agreed CRs are sent for approval to this plenary in CP-130303 => CP-130378 and also in CP-130379.

VCSG-St3 [VCSG-St3]

A clarification indicates the use of SCTP for the S7a/d interfaces in TS 29.272. The agreed CR is sent for approval to this plenary in CP-130309.

SMSMI-CT [SMSMI-CT]
A CR to 29.229, clarified the coding of the Visited Network ID sent to the HSS to identify the visited PLMN. 

A paper was discussed to define the content of the correlation ID to be used in the call flow to deliver a SM to an IMS user without an MSISDN. This would comprise of an HSS/HLR identifier, an identifier (SIP-URI) of the receiver and identifier of the sender (SIP-URI). Other alternatives were discussed, e.g. the use of IMSI but operators are not in favour of this. It was commented that the format of the SIP-URI could be quite long. The discussion remains open. 

FS_SaMOG [FS_SaMOG]

A heads-up overview of the FS_SaMOG progress in SA2 and its CT impact was provided. If the DHCP solution is chosen by SA2, a new spec will be required in CT. CT4 will await the SA2 development and generate an appropriate WI.

Coordination of Video Orientation – CT [CVO-CT]

A new WID was agreed to add extensions to the IMS H.248 profiles and SIP signalling to support the coordination of video orientation. The requirements are specified in TS 26.114 (MTSI) by SA4. This requires in particular MGWs in the path to pass on an RTP header extension containing CVO indications. CRs to TS 23.334 and 29.334 were agreed. Similar impacts to the other IMS H.248 profiles will be completed at the next CT4 meeting. Agreed CRs are sent for approval to this plenary in CP-130299.

Signalling of Image Size (SIS_CT) - IMS Protoc 6 [IMS Protoc 6]

A new WID was agreed to add extensions to the IMS H.248 profiles and SIP signalling to support signalling the image size the video equipment would prefer to receive. This requires MGW involvement when the latter performs video transcoding or originate/terminate the video stream (e.g. MRFP). The CRs were postponed to the next CT4 meeting for more development.

GTP [TEI12]
A few corrections were agreed, in particular on: 

· how to encode the GTPv2 Create Session Request / Modify Bearer Request messages for an unaccepted PDN connection at the target MME/SGSN during a TAU/RAU or handover (C4-131049);

· how to indicate that a UE has left a CSG cell in GTPv1 (C4-131048); 

· how to set the eARP in GTPv1 Update PDP Context Request (C4-131028).

The CRs are presented for approval in CP-130304.

High Priority Mobile Terminated Calls [TEI12]
CT4 decided that from Rel-12 onwards, an end-to-end priority handling shall be provided for mobile terminated calls from a service user to a normal or service user in UTRAN. This will enable the UTRAN: to prioritise the paging procedure, the access of the called UE to the network and the radio resource reservation, e.g. in case of overload or radio congestion in the UTRAN. 

CT4 sent an LS to RAN3 to request whether it was possible to use the paging cause 'Terminating High Priority Signalling' or whether a new paging priority parameter should be defined for that effect. 

Basic Call Handling (23.018) [TEI12]

A CR was agreed clarifying the use of MM Abort instead of CM Service Reject after CM service acceptance. The agreed CR is sent for approval to this plenary in CP-130308.

Mobile Terminating Roaming Forwarding - Optimal Routing [TEI12]
MTRF creates a call loop when the new MSC and GMSC are the same node. An enhancement was proposed which allows the system to get rid of that call loop when the new MSC detects (as per existing MAP signalling) that it also acts as the GMSC for this call. Operators are interested by this enhancement as for some operators, the SGs interface is only partially deployed on their MSCs, most of MT calls to UEs camping over LTE, are MTRF calls, and around 60 to 70% of those would benefit from this proposal.

This change could be implemented without any MAP signalling change, i.e. with the new MSC/GMSC initiating a RELease msg upon receipt of MAP PRN. However, the proposing companies consider that standardisation is required, at least in TS 23.018 to allow the signalling process to be clear. CR are proposed to be brought to the next meeting.

IMS Diameter Interfaces [TEI12]

A CR was agreed to TS 29.272 on the enhanced handling of the Authentication Request (AIR) over S6a/d. It will decide when it is successful, dependent on the requested vectors and the EPS or GPRS subscription of the user.

As the list of supported features exceeds 32 for S6a/d, a CR created a second list of supported features.

To better handle VLR restoration when MME with SGs is involved, an CR added a new AVP in the ULR which conveys the MME Identity used over SGs when it is different from the MME Diameter identity used over S6a. This SGs MME identity is then downloaded by the HSS towards the VLR when there is a restoration. 

A CR to 29.229 clarified the coding of the Visited Network Id sent to the HSS to identify the visited PLMN. 

It was agreed that "the request application message shall include the Supported-Features AVP only containing the set of features required to process the request".

The CRs are presented for approval in CP-130305 => CP-130380.

MAP [TEI12]

A CR on the clarification on the RNC ID value was agreed and is presented for approval in CP-130305 => CP-130380.

CBC [TEI12]
A CR on editorial corrections was agreed and is sent for approval to this plenary in CP-130308.

EPC Node Restoration [TEI12]

A CR on the Stop Paging Indication in the service restoration procedure with ISR was agreed. The CR is sent for approval to this plenary in CP-130304.

IMS Application Level Gateway - IMS Access Gateway Iq H.248 [TEI12]
CRs on the use of ITU-T H.248.84 "TCP merge" mode were postponed pending interaction with the eMediaSec WI.
WLAN IW (29.234) [TEI12]

Support of RFC 5080 was decided to be made from Rel-6, so see earlier Releases.
Location Information [TEI12]
CRs to TS 29.272 and TS 29.002 were agreed to add the last UE known location in the Purge Request to the HSS. The CRs are presented for approval in CP-130305 => CP-130380.

Multimedia Telephony Service MTSI [TEI12]

A WID CT Aspects of End-to-End MTSI Extensions was endorsed.
CAMEL [TEI12 One Hump or Two?]

The CT Chair noticed a very out of date IETF Draft reference so a CR was agreed to reference the latest RFC.
Network Improvements for Machine Type Communications [NIMTC]

A CR clarifies that the values used for the Subscribed Periodic RAU TAU Timer in TS 29.002 and TS 29.272 and for the Subscribed Periodic LAU Timer in TS 29.002 are those allowed by TS 24.008. The CRs are presented for approval in CP-130305 => CP-130380.
Release 11
Enhanced Nodes Restoration for EPC [eNR_EPC]
New CRs (23.007, 29.272, 29.230, 29.002, 23.008) defining a new generic priority scheme for use during SGW and PGW restoration have been agreed from Rel-11 onwards. They introduce a new Restoration-Priority parameter per APN, in the user's subscription. This enables operators to indicate the relative priority to restore the PDN connection of a particular user compared to other PDN connections to the same APN. This is required during the SGW and PGW restoration procedures, e.g. to prioritize the restoration of IMS PDN connections for users with a VoLTE subscription over non-VoLTE IMS subscribers.

Agreed CRs are sent for Approval to this plenary in CP-130295.

BBF Interworking Building Block I [BBAI_BBI-CT]

A CR for the UE local IP address for SWm or S6b was agreed. The agreed CR is sent for approval to this plenary in CP-130293.

Single Radio Voice Call Continuity from UTRAN/GERAN to E-UTRAN/HSPA [rSRVCC-CT]

A number of IC LSs on Provisioning of E-UTRA Radio Capabilities in GERAN were dealt with.
Reachability Aspects of SIMTC [SIMTC-Reach]
In TS 29.002, in the context of T4 device triggering, an explicit T4-trigger is added in the SRI-SM requests instead of using the IMSI.

A correction in TS 29.337 indicates that the Delivery-Report-Request Command is sent by the SMS-SC to the MTC-IWF.

ODB data description is added for SMS in MME in TS 23.015 as for SGSNs.

Agreed CRs are sent for approval to this plenary in CP-130297.

SMS Aspects of SIMTC [SIMTC-PS_Only]

A CR for SMS in the MME was agreed. The agreed CR is sent for approval to this plenary in CP-130297.

CN Aspects of Mobility Based On GTP & PMIPv6 for WLAN Access to EPC [SaMOG_WLAN-CN]
A CR for the clarification for Routing Policies and also on EAP AKA were agreed but these are for the generic EPS AAA interfaces.

Agreed CRs are sent for approval to this plenary in CP-130306 re-issued in CP-130381.
Enhancements for Multimedia Priority Service (MPS) Gateway 
Control Priority [eMPS_ Gateway]

On the proposed CR for the use of ECN in the Context of MPS, CT4 decided that this would be best handled in a higher layer specification so and LS was sent to SA2 on ECN in the Context of MPS to move this up.
Network Provided Location Information [NWK-PL2IMS-CT]

CT4 agreed GTP-C CRs specifying a new ULI Timestamp IE for use during Detach, PDN disconnection, and Bearer deactivation procedures together with the existing ULI IE, as per the stage 2 requirements. The exact encoding of the ULI Timestamp IE will be defined at the next CT4 meeting.  (It should be noted that CT1 has decided to only do this for IMS in Rel-12.) 

Agreed CRs are sent for approval to this plenary in CP-130288 and CP-130296.

IMS [TEI11]

CRs to 29.328 and 29.329 introduced the support of MTRR where the SCC-AS takes the role of GMSC. A new Call reference Info AVP containing a Call reference number and the AS number is defined. There is no impact on MSCs.

The agreed CRs are sent for approval to this plenary in CP-130374.

GTP [TEI11]
One essential correction was agreed: 

· Bearer Contexts to be modified in Modify Bearer Request (C4-131034): the Bearer Context to be created IE and Bearer Context to be removed IE, together shall contain all the bearers belonging to the given PDN connection with each bearer appearing in only one of these IEs. For support of partial bearer establishment in UTRAN when Direct Tunnelling is used, an SGW shall support receipt of a Modify Bearer Request msg providing EBIs w/o S-12 RNC F-TEIDs. 

The agreed CR is sent for approval to this plenary in CP-130304.
Any Other Topics for Release 11 [TEI11]

In addition, we agreed enhancements and corrections in the following areas for Rel-11:

· CP-130286 EPS Sv interface (MME/SGSN to MSC) for SRVCC
MEI over Sv for Emergency Call.
· CP-130287 Location Services (LCS-AP) MME - E-SMLC SLs (29.171)
APDU in Connection Oriented Information message.
· CP-130288 Diameter S6a/S6d, S6b, (29.272, 29,273)
Mechanism to allow advertisement of support of more than 32 features over S6a/S6d.

NIMTC

CRs agreed for Rel-12 see Release 12.

Enabling Coder Selection and Rate Adaptation for UTRAN and E-UTRAN for Load Adaptive Applications [ECSRA_LAA-CN]

CT4 agreed CRs to Ix, Iq, Mn, Mp, Mc profiles referencing the ITU-T Recommendation H.248.82 assuming the specification is published by CT Plenary (to be checked during the CT Plenary). Agreed CRs are sent for approval to this plenary in CP-130294.
GTP [TEI10]

CT4 discussed the Reply LS from SA2 on whether to enforce E-UTRAN roaming restrictions in SGSN during idle mode mobility scenarios. CT4 considered it beneficial to allow the option for an SGSN to reject a Context Request from an MME when the user's subscription disallows LTE access, to avoid generating useless signalling towards the HSS. It was agreed to consider related CRs at our next CT4 meeting (for Rel-12 at least).

CT4 also discussed the rollback mechanism to be supported by the old and new MME/SGSN when during an inter-MME/SGSN TAU/RAU scenario the Location Update to the HSS fails and the UE moves back to the old node. CT4 agreed with the analysis provided in C4-131005 and will further study a few minor issues at the next CT4 meeting.

Agreed CRs are sent for approval to this plenary in CP-130282 and CP-130290.
PMIP [TEI10]

Agreed CRs on the Lifetime in PBU message are sent for approval to this plenary in CP-130284.
Any Other Topics for Release 10 and Earlier
We agreed corrections in the following areas:

· CP-130279 CP-130283 CP-130292 CP-130298
Diameter (29.272, 29.273, 29.230) [TEI8, TEI9, TEI10]
In 29.272 from Rel-8, the SS-Status being part of call barring service data to identify the status of each call barring service, was added in the Call-Barring-Info AVP.

· CP-130278 CP-130280 CP-130281 MAP (29.002) [TEI8, TEI9, TEI10]
A CR corrected the length of the Diameter Identity type to 255 octets (instead of 55) from Rel-9 to comply with IETF as it is used for many 3GPP nodes. The download of this identity by the HSS to VLR for restoration is allowed, if it does not exceed 55 octets. See TEI12 for the enhancement of the VLR restoration with SGs. 

· CP-130277 WLAN IW (29.234) [TEI6]
RFC 5080 has updated RFC 2866 from 2007 implying modification in the presence of some AVPs (Acc-Output-Octets, Acc-Session-Time, Acc-Terminate-Cause).

Support of RFC 5080 in TS 29.234 was decided to be made from Rel-6.

The CRs for Release 11 and earlier were agreed as essential corrections.
