- The network has the SGs interface deployed; 

- The UE camps on VPLMN which does not have 2G/3G roaming agreement with HPLMN.
In the above scenario, how the UE should perform in such cases is as follows:

1)If the UE is Voice Centric, then the UE moves to another PLMN. 

2)If the UE is Data Centric, then the UE stays at the PLMN.
However, according to IR.50 section 3.3, in the scenario 2), NW will send the ATTACH ACCEPT message with MMcause= #11 or MMcause=#13. When the Data Centric UE received ATTACH ACCEPT message with MMcause= #11 and MMcause=#13, the UE will move to another PLMN

It causes unnecessary PLMN reselection for Data Centric UE. 

  Adding a cause-mapping function to MME solves this issue.

When MME have LTE roaming agreement and receive LOCATION-UPDATE-REJECT message with MMcause=#11 or MMcause=#13 from VLR, MME map them to EMMcause=#18 and send it with ATTACH ACCEPT message to the UE. 

And so, Data Centric UE stays at the PLMN and Voice Centric UE moves to the another PLMN.
