· in subclause  4.1.7 of TS 24.312, ” In addition, a priority shall be set for each selection criterion. The priority is encoded in CriteriaPriority leaf. It also represents the priority of the preferred WLAN access networks matching the selection criterion. 

SelectionCriteria node in WLANSP rules includes several WLAN access network attributes, such as PreferredRoamingPartnerList, MinBackhaulThreshold, MaximumBSSLoadValue and RequiredProtoPortTuple. 
PreferRoamingPartnerList is defined in the Hotspot 2.0 (Release 2) Technical Specification and includes three descendants, i.e. priority, FQDN and country.
This “priority” of a SelectionCriteria is a ”overall priority” considering all the above attributes. The priority of PreferredRoamingPartnerList” is only one factor that implies whether the WLAN network is preferred or not. 

Even if a WLAN is the best considering the MinBackhaulThreshold, we can not deduce that a WLAN is the most preferred WLAN until evaluating all other attributes.

The same logic applies to the PreferredRoamingPartnerList attributes.
