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1. Introduction
Following the inaugural single-week TSG meeting in March this year in Fukuoka an electronic survey was conducted 22/May – 06/June to gather feedback from the membership. This document outlines the survey results and corresponding implications regarding future TSG meeting setup. 
2. Discussion
The raw results of the survey are as follows in Section 2.1 and 2.2.
2.1 Company survey

Total number of responses (note that 1 response per company was requested, and the survey was constrained to companies present at TSG#63 in Fukuoka): 51

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2.3 Summary of free format feedback
- Potential loss of additional weekend days for travel for RAN and CT delegates was brought up repeatedly. This is a result of a trade-off compromise to accommodate smaller companies to be able to attend both RAN and SA with a single delegate. 

- Mid-meeting idle slot for SA was found sub-optimal by several who commented. Again, this is a trade-off compromise to accommodate smaller companies to be able to attend both RAN and SA with a single delegate. 

- More staggering of RAN and SA meeting hours was suggested to avoid overlap. I.e. 8am – 8pm meeting days split across RAN and SA on days with overlap.     

3. Summary and Conclusions
Based on the feedback, we have drawn the following conclusions:

· TSG leaders will continue to schedule TSG meetings on a single week for 2016 and onwards as well. 

· Weekend days will not be scheduled as official meeting days. 

Although the RAN-SA meeting overlap causes issues only to a rather small minority, TSG leaders are committed to avoid overlap of critical discussions as much as possible. The exact resolution is subject to case-by-base scheduling of topics in a given meeting, details of which will only be available in the week leading up to the meeting (once issues are well-known).

Given the remote location of TSG#66 it is expected that RAN/CT+SA delegates will anyway loose weekend days for travelling irrespective of RAN meeting starting time (Monday morning or Monday lunch). Hence, RAN#66 will start on Monday morning, and the scheduling/timing of the meetings will follow the blueprint from Fukuoka:

1. This SA slot will cover WG reports and non-controversial items.  It may also include controversial items that have already been opened in the Wednesday afternoon session for a second pass.
