ADC Rule Derivation
If the TDF is deployed in the VPLMN, when the V-PCRF receives the PCC rule with application identifier from the H-PCRF, the V-PCRF shall derive the ADC rule from the PCC rule as follows:
-
The V-PCRF allocates the value of ADC-Rule-Name AVP and keeps the mapping between the value of ADC-Rule-Name AVP and value of PCC-Rule-Name AVP.
-
The V-PCRF sets the TDF-Application-Identifier AVP, the Flow-Status AVP, the Monitoring-Key AVP, the Max-Requested-Bandwidth-UL AVP, the Max-Requested-Bandwidth-DL AVP, the Redirect-Information AVP, the Service-Identifier AVP, the Rating-Group AVP, the Reporting-Level AVP, the Online AVP, the Offline AVP and the Metering-Method AVP as the values in the corresponding AVPs of the PCC rule if available.
-
The V-PCRF sets the Precedence AVP based on the value received in the PCC rule.
-
The V-PCRF does not include the Qos-Class-Identifier AVP, Allocation-Retention-Priority AVP, the Guaranteed-Bitrate-UL AVP and the Guaranteed-Bitrate-DL AVP in the QoS-Information AVP of the ADC rule regardless if they are included in the PCC rule. 
-
The V-PCRF may include the Mute-Notification AVP in the ADC rule if it is included in the PCC rule.
