The CT1 Chairman indicated that some IMS-related topics would be handled in parallel breakout sessions.

John-Luc Bakker (BlackBerry) and Amer Catovic (Qualcomm) commented more detailed text should be introduced about country location. It was commented that there are several cases to take into account: no 3GPP access with just WLAN connection, UE physically in a country but connected to an operator in another country, etc. It was commented that one cannot speak just indicate something like "in a country", but instead, it should be specified how this is determined: i.e. what parameters and where they come from.

Amer Catovic (Qualcomm) commented that he had provided Jennifer with a version of SA2 CR in which some text was deleted because it was seen "too stage 3-ish". This could be used as a basis for the CT1 work.

Abstract: 

SA2 has agreed on a new ePDG selection procedure based on DNS in S2-160892. The initial step in the new procedure is UE determination of the country it is located in. Based on this determination, the procedure branches out into a “home country branch” and a “visited country branch”. Therefore, the determination of the country the UE is located in is essential in the procedure.

In reality, the absolute accuracy of the location determination cannot be guaranteed. For example, in densely populated country border areas, indoor and out-of-coverage scenarios, the UE may not be able to unambiguously determine the country it is located in and therefore cannot confidently determine the correct path through the ePDG selection procedure. This could result in an undefined UE behavior and inconsistent user experience between different UE implementations. In order to avoid this, it is necessary to define a fallback/default UE behavior when the UE cannot determine the country it is located in.

Ericsson and Intel commented that CT1 should decide themselves on the solution and not ask SA2 to propose a solution.

It was commented that Hotspot specification requires inclusion of the country code. It was commented that a reference to it should be added in the CT1 spec. Ivo Sedlacek (Ericsson) commented that this country information is untrusted.

Discussion about on what to base the location: physical location of the UE or connectivity.

Chen-Ho Chin (Intel) commented that he believed that this whole issue should be left to implementation. Amer Catovic (Qualcomm) commented that this would be good however this cannot be left to implementation due to legal liabilities. The UE needs to know its location all the time and it's not possible to know sometimes so a default mechanism, an escape route should be defined. Chen-Ho Chin (Intel) commented that he now appreciated that this could not be left to implementation specific.

Amer Catovic (Qualcomm) commented that he did not have a related CR in this meeting, the idea is to raise CT1 awareness on this issue.

It was commented that this is not a new problem, it would be good to seek feedback from SA3 LI on this border issue.

It was commented that the service and stage 2 for SMS is under CT1's responsibility and that SMS over SGs rely on this general SMS feature (defined by CT1).

It was commented that coordination with SA2 is needed.

Behrouz Aghili (Interdigital) commented that the umbrella spec for SMS in 3GPP is 23.040, and that SMS over SGs is a component of this feature. He commented that he shared the view that SA2 should follow whatever CT1 decide on this with regards to impact on SGs.

The CT1 Chairman proposed a show of hands for this proposal:

support: 8 companies

don't like: 4 companies

Fei Lu (ZTE) commented that he also objected to this CR.

The CT1 Chairman asked Lin the rationale to not agree the CR. Lin Shu (Huawei) replied commented that this is in contradiction with MSC/VLR legacy behaviour as specified in SA2 spec. 

Huawei also commented that this has an impact on operators, making this feature mandatory in case of network sharing: if one of several operators sharing a network decides to introduces this feature, this has an impact on the others. Vodafone and Telia Sonera commented that they did not share this view and did not see any issue. Verizon commented that they did not see any issue either.

Gabor Ungvari (Nokia Networks) reminded that CT1 had sent an LS to SA2, to which SA2 replied that CT1 could work on their own.

Mikael Wass (Ericsson) commented that he did not see any technical issue with the proposal, and that it saw it as optional.

Reinhard Lauster (Deutsche Telekom) commented that he would like to have an assessment of the possible impact in case of national roaming. Gabor Ungvari (Nokia Networks) replied that there is no effect for operators who don't want to enable this feature, even if their roaming partners decide to launch it. This was studied and no problems were identified for this national roaming.

Gabor Ungvari (Nokia Networks) commented that this is an optimization that will diminish the signalling load when eDRX is used. Peter Wild (Vodafone) agreed that it's a good optimization for home operators against signalling flood when eDRX is used. He commented that if the arguments against this proposal is to avoid impact on legacy networks, then he suggested to have opponents to go to CT3 and CT4 and object to any changes to CS.

Christian Herrero (Huawei) commented that in case of roaming, this will have an impact on operators who don't implement this feature. Peter Wild (Vodafone) commented that this is an optional optimization. He believed that this option should be allowed for operators who want to reduce the signalling.

Fei Lu (ZTE) commented that if the visited PLMN has eDRX but has not deployed this optional feature, then there is no benefit for the home operator. The signalling cannot be reduced.

Huawei commented that this issue comes from the inclusion of a new subclause in 23.272. He wondered what would be the issue if legacy procedures are used. 

Nils Bojeryd (Telia Sonera) commented that this really is an optimization. He commented that he didn't buy the argument that this proposal was not needed as we could not guarantee that all operators would implement it.

The CT1 Chairman commented that he would report this issue as an issue to the next CT plenary. He commented that there was an LS that let CT1 work on this issue. He commented that he did not think that the release freeze argument should be held against this proposal, should this be revisited after the next plenary meeting in March.

The CT Chairman commented that if the CT1 Chair decided to follow that way and allow this work to be done in (frozen) Rel-13, this should be clearly indicated to the plenary and discussed there. He commented that otherwise not-FASMO don't go for frozen releases.

The CT1 Chairman believed that companies could take a pragmatic approach and not use the FASMO card. He asked if any company objected to this route. He proposed to leave some latitude towards the FASMO criteria in the next two meetings and allow non-essential corrections in these meetings.

The CT1 Chairman commented that CT1 own the feature, whereas Huawei believed that CT1 had to rely on SA2. The CT1 Chairman commented that this seems to be a deadlock with two stage 2 co-exist in two different groups. What spec should be updated first?

China Mobile commented that this is a new feature. Several other companies that this is rather an optimization of an existing feature.

Ivo commented that there are two options: the UE can access the ePDG in the visited country or in the home country. There can be a problem. 

Amer Catovic (Qualcomm) commented that if an entire domain (3gpp.org) is hijacked, then this is a broader problem than the one that is being discussed.

The CT1 Chairman commented that if SA2 really left the decision to CT1 to define what to do for problem 1 (as indicated by Amer), then CT1 should really work on it. John-Luc Bakker (BlackBerry) commented that he also shared this point of view.

John-Luc Bakker (BlackBerry) proposed to send an LS to SA3 to report CT1's findings. Qualcomm, Alcatel-Lucent and Deutsche Telekom commented that they did not think that this was necessary. 

John-Luc Bakker (BlackBerry) raised some concerns about CT1 hiding their head in the sand. This needs to be fixed.

Amer Catovic (Qualcomm) commented that the only outstanding problem is under CT1's scope, there is no point involving SA3 at all. Working on the LS would be a waste of time.

The CT1 Chairman suggested that John-Luc Bakker (BlackBerry) check impact on stage 3 and assess if such changes would be sufficient.
