However, it was unclear to SA WG3-LI whether the primary cell of secondary group will be included as additional location information available when the Mobility Management events are handled by the MME/AMF and that changes of the primary cell of secondary group will be handled in the MME as location update and in the AMF as mobility registration update.
SA3-LI requires that for every UE;
•	Whenever the primary cell of the primary group changes (including initial attach / registration), both the primary cell of the primary group and the primary cell of the secondary group (if assigned) needs to be reported to the MME/AMF.
•	Whenever the primary cell of the secondary group changes (including initial attach to secondary group), both the primary cell of the primary group and the primary cell of the secondary group needs to be reported to the MME/AMF.
In the LS, RAN WG3 mentions that “There were doubts whether this solution causes excessive signalling in the RAN. A possible mitigation to this drawback is to add a flag from the Core Network to indicate whether PSCell shall be reported. This can be added as an enhancement to the current solution.”
SA WG3-LI discussed this aspect and would like to highlight that, in order to preserve the non-detectability of LI, any signaling over non-LI specific interfaces shall be the same regardless of whether or not the subscriber is an LI target. Any different approach would not fulfill LI security and confidentiality requirements.

SA2 reviewed the now approved RAN3 CRs (RP-190201, RP-190202 for 5GC and RP-190555 for EPC) and discussed alignment CRs for TS 23.401 and TS 23.502. SA2 would like to highlight some system level aspects that came up during the SA2 discussion: 
-	Concerns were mentioned in SA2 about the potential signalling impact to the CN (MME or AMF) when the reporting of the Secondary Cell (PScell) is always performed (i.e. when ‘legacy’ cell reporting is activated) and no means are provided in MME or AMF to selectively activate reporting of PScell only when required. SA2 would like to ask SA3-LI whether signalling optimisation via selective activation of reporting PScell would be acceptable for SA3-LI.
-	SA2 would also like to highlight that Carrier Aggregation (CA) also involves more than one cell. CA was standardised in release 10 and while there are some strict requirements on the cells (e.g. their relative timing), it is not required that they are actually co-located. With one UE, CA seems to use a common RLC/MAC/PDCP stack and there is always the primary cell used to serve the UE, while the secondary cells may be added and removed dynamically (possibly very frequently). Reporting of all the CA cells may require feasibility analysis in RAN3). EN-DC from architecture point is an instantiation of Dual Connectivity architecture where the secondary cell is NR. With EN-DC, it is quite likely that the NR and LTE cell (groups) are co-located in the same base station site. The original LS from ETSI TC LI did not mention anything about CA or other dual-connectivity cases e.g. LTE-LTE or LTE-WLAN. SA2 would like to ask whether solutions focusing only on EN-DC, NE-DC and NR-DC are sufficient to meet the SA3-LI requirements. 
-	The system level CRs reviewed in SA2 only make the PSCell information in the AMF/MME for local LI purposes. The signalling introduced does not propagate the information to the SMF/Serving GW for potential inclusion on Call Detail Records, nor,  does it propagate the information to the UDR/HSS. CRs to propagate the Secondary Cell information to GMLC were discussed in SA2#132 only for 5GC.
SA3-LI should note that typically the PSCell in Dual Connectivity is not activated until some time after the RRC Connection has been initiated and that this might negatively impact the ease with which it could be added to the CDRs, or, provided to the UDR/HSS.

Storage of credentials in the ARPF (separate from UDM with no standardized interface) still allows support of stateless UDM and this can be clarified in TS 23.501 in subsequent meetings. 
However, there were concerns raised in SA2 by some companies to remove the credential storage from the UDR as this can result in non-backward compatible updates to Rel-15 specification.

Abstract: 
This discussion paper will describe some of the background around the LS from SA2 to SA (CT CC) on "LS reply on Nudr Sensitive Data Protection" (CP-191175).
Scope
The scope of the discussion has been referred to as "Sensitive Data Protection", "Authentication Data" and "permanent Key". For the sake of clarity, for this discussion the issue is around the storage of the permanent key that is located on the USIM and thus is unique per subscriber and also must be stored in the core network to allow the authentication of the user. Associated with the permanent key is also a sequence number that also must be stored per subscriber and gets updated every time new authentication vectors are generated.
Summary
•	Current HSS/AuC FE implementations where a UDC UDR is deployed, may retrieve the encrypted permanent key from the UDC UDR and based on deployment options generate the AV or use an HSM to generate the AV. 
•	There are no limitations with current rel-15 stage 3 specifications (TS29.503, TS29.505) for operators to continue to deploy HSMs for AV generation in 5GC:
o	The permanent key is encrypted at rest in the UDR
o	The encrypted permanent key is transported over the Nudr, which in turn should also have TLS enabled protecting the entire payload
o	The encrypted permanent key is fed to an HSM (by the UDM/ARPF) and the AV is generated
•	Operators that want to deploy a (proprietary) ARPF that in addition to generating AVs, also stores all data related to authentication including the permanent key, can do so with no further action from 3GPP.
•	Operators that wants to deploy a combined EPC UDR/5GS UDR repository won't be able to expose existing permeant key data from the EPC UDR through the 5GS UDR.
•	All operators, small or large would be forced to invest in a non-standardized ARPF in order to deploy rel-15 5GC.
•	Without a proper 3GPP standardized ARPF interface, there is a risk for proprietary solutions that are less secure than a standardized and peer reviewed solution.
•	Lack of ARPF definition by 3GPP may result in Authentication Data remaining in the 5GS UDR anyway as an operator (proprietary) option.
•	It is unclear without further study how a cloud native ARPF can be implemented and deployed.
•	Lack of a 3GPP standardized ARPF SBI in rel-15, will result in the implementation of proprietary SBIs. Standardization of the ARPF SBI by 3GPP at a later time (e.g. rel-17) will be difficult when vendors and operators have already deployed proprietary SBIs and are unwilling to re-implement.
Recommendation
To SA3: Revisit their conclusion of storage of Authentication Data as their proposal does not align with previous guidelines given for UDC and UDICOM. SA3 should preferably add the UDR to their architecture and include it in their trust model.
To SA2: Clarify in 23.501 that the recommendations given in TS 23.335 and TS 29.335 apply to the UDR when storing permanent keys.
To CT4: If required, clarify the secure storage of permanent keys.
