Justification

Based on the increasing number of smart devices having call capabilities and triggered by an LS from GSMA RILTE, SA1 1 has specified requirements for support of multi-identity and multi-device in TS 22.173. The requirements specified by SA1 relate to use cases where 3GPP does not give support for their use cases. In particular this relates to using multiple identities, including requirements to use additional identities outside the own subscription.
A typical example of using identities outside its subscription is for a user wishing to be able to use the work identity for the private phone. I.e. originated calls should show the work identity and terminating calls to the work identity should go to the private phone and include information that the work identity is called. These additional identities may be part of different subscriptions or controlled by the operator without associated subscriptions.
Call log synchronization across the multiple devices is also required. E.g., when a missed call notification has been read on one device, it needs to be removed from the call logs on the other devices.

Objective

The objective of this work item is to specify the stage 3 procedures related to use cases described above:

· Specify how the additional identities within the same operator are to be handled. Also adding authorization procedures for using these identities.
· Specify the call log synchronization mechanisms.
· Specify possible service interactions between the borrowed identities' and the own identity's service machines.

· Specify management objects needed to support multi-device and multi-identity.

· Possible updates to USIM configuration to support multi-device and multi-identity.
