1. Overall Description:
TSG-SA thanks SA2 for alerting us to this issue.

TSG-SA accepts SA2’s concerns and agrees that 3GPP should remove the restriction on the use of eCall in IMS over NR with 5GCore from Release 16 specifications. 

[For information:
Vodafone believes that the restriction in the SA2 specification arose from a lack of time in Release 15 for the performance of the “eCall inband modem” over an NR radio channel to be reviewed. Vodafone also believes that the inband modem is only used when the PSAP (or the network’s interworking function towards the PSAP) does not support the IMS signalling that carries the eCall MSD (Minimum set of Data).]

TSG-SA therefore tasks SA4 to investigate whether or not the performance of the “eCall inband modem” is worse across a NR radio channel than with an LTE radio channel. TSG-SA requests that the result of SA4’s analysis is communicated to the other working groups included in this liaison as soon as it is available, and is also sent to TSG-SA#88 (June 2020).

In parallel with the SA4 investigation TSG-SA requests all other potentially impacted working groups (e.g. RAN2, CT1, CT3 , CT4, SA2 and SA4) to investigate whether any of their specifications are affected and if so to prepare Release 16 CRs to permit the use of eCall in IMS over NR with 5GCore.

Separately, TSG-SA asks SA1 to investigate whether the EU regulations for eCall only relate to CS domain eCall, and requests RAN5 to investigate whether there are tests for eCall with IMS.



2. Actions:
To SA WG1 group.
ACTION: 	TSG-SA asks SA1 to investigate whether the EU regulations for eCall only relate to CS domain eCall. 
To SA4 group.
ACTION: 	TSG-SA asks SA4 to examine the solution already documented for eCall in IMS over LTE and determine if that solution or an alternative can work for eCall in IMS over NR with 5G Core. If changes are needed SA4 is encouraged to make them in their Release 16 Specifications.
To RAN5 group.
ACTION: 	TSG-SA asks RAN5 to investigate whether there are tests for eCall with IMS. 
To RAN2, CT1, CT3, CT4, SA2, SA4 groups.
ACTION: 	TSG-SA asks RAN2, CT1, CT3, CT4, SA2 and SA4 to examine any affected Release 16 specifications and update them if necessary.
