3GPP CT WG4 still welcome comments from IETF (especially IETF TSV WG) that could be taken into account in the conclusion of the study.

Besides the assignment of transport protocol port(s) that could be requested by 3GPP for the deployment of specific service discovery mechanism(s), it is also the 3GPP understanding that this statement cannot prohibit 3GPP to request in the future a port assignment for a new service application for which none of the port assignment alternatives would be applicable.
