3	Justification
With the usage of an ETSI TS 102 671 form factor (MFF1/MFF2) or ETSI TS 103 666-2 (iSSP) access to a physical connection in between UICC and terminal may not be available. This would exclude those UEs from tests that require content and/or availability checks on the APDU based 3GPP application (USIM) as part of the test procedure related to a conformance requirement. Therefore, some tests in accordance to these test specifications will not be applicable to those MEs.
4	Objective
Different from explicit verification as used in 3GPP TS 31.121 and 31.124, the introduction of new and additional test methods shall enable an implicit verification of content and requirements specified in TS 31.102 (Characteristics of the USIM application) and TS 31.111 (USIM Application Toolkit) for devices where the physical UICC-terminal interface is not accessible. As there is a variety of UICC/USIM implementations is available supporting different methods to store, access and provide file content and CAT functionality different methods to verify the conformance requirements of each particular test cases may be offered. In addition to verification methods defined in the initial creation phase of these new specifications alternative verification methods can be endorsed by CT6 group decision. E.g. the verification by events when specified and available in ETSI Java API specifications.
