	The equivalent SNPNs list is introduced in Rel-18. If the AMF wants to assign an equivalent SNPNs list to the UE, the AMF shall include an equivalent SNPNs list in the REGISTRATION ACCEPT even if the list is not a new one. Otherwise the UE shall delete the stored list.
“8.2.7.52	Equivalent SNPNs
This IE may be included in order to assign a new equivalent SNPNs list to a UE, by an AMF of an SNPN.”
The AMF may not include an equivalent SNPNs list due to the uage of “new” even if the AMF want to assign to the UE an unchange equivalent SNPNs list. In this case, the UE shall delete the stored list.

Hence the current inclusion condition should be corrected.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	Correct that the Equivalent SNPNs IE may be included in order to assign an equivalent SNPNs list.

	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	The UE deletes the stored list if the equivalent SNPNs list is not included even if the AMF wants to send it to the UE. At this time, the UE needs to initiate the new network selection if the UE moves to an equivalent SNPN, which causes power consumption and bad user experience.
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
