	CR# 3843 introduced inclusion of the Forbidden TAI(s) for the list of "forbidden tracking areas for regional provision of service" IE in the SERVICE ACCEPT message. While the CR sets the IEI to “xy”, during the implementation, “1E” was assigned. However, “xy” was not removed.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	Correction in the IEI of the Forbidden TAI(s) for the list of "forbidden tracking areas for regional provision of service" IE in the SERVICE ACCEPT message.

Backward compatibility analysis
Backward compatible
Since the IEI “xy1E” is not in the correct IEI format, the IE would not be sent by an MME conforming to the current version of the specification. Therefore, no backward compatibility issue between a UE conforming to the CR and an MME conforming to the current version of the specification.
When an MME conforming to the CR sends the IE to a UE conforming to the current specification, the UE will ignore the IE and hence no backward compatibility issue.
