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1. Overall Description:

CT1 and TISPAN WG3 held a joint meeting to discuss enhancements to IMS required for fixed broadband access to IMS. During this meeting contributions were discussed which proposed modification to TS 24.229 to meet the TISPAN requirements for support of IPv4 IMS entities. Based on the current SA2 decisions documented in TS 23.221 that mandate support by IMS entities of IPv6 CT1 and TISPAN WG3 struggled to find appropriate stage 3 wording that would both satisfy the requirements of TISPAN and meet the current mandates in the IMS stage 2. 

The attached contribution reflects the current progress on meeting this requirement achieved during the joint meeting. However some companies expressed concerns about having TS 24.229 define support for different IP versions based on "systems" with different forms of access and advocated that a common approach appropriate to all accesses to IMS be accepted in order to ensure a consistent IMS.

It was pointed out that in future many "systems providing access to IMS using a fixed broadband interconnection" will likely be the same "systems" that provide access to IMS via GPRS or UMTS in cases where the "fixed broadband" and mobile operator are the same so the attached contribution effectively allows IMS entities in IMS systems deployed by many 3GPP operators the flexibility to deploy IMS systems based on IPv4 entities. With this in mind CT1 asked SA2 if it would be more appropriate to resolve this issue in subclause 5.1 of TS 23.221 by either clarifying the conditions when IMS entities may use IPv4 or by reconsidering to allow IMS entities flexibility to use IPv4.
2. Actions:

CN1 requests SA2 to take the attached contribution and discussion above into account and provide guidance to CT1 on how to proceed:

Either 
Proceed in reaching agreement on proposed changes to TS 24.229 on the basis of the attached contribution 

Or 

Proceed on the basis of SA2 making appropriate changes to TS 23.221 allowing TS 24.229 to remain IP version neutral.
