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Following initial work on interaction between Next Generation Networks (NGN) and Next Generation Corporate Networks (NGCN), Ecma published Technical Report ECMA TR/91:

Among other things, this identified a number of requirements, which were submitted to TISPAN at the start of its work on Business Communication (see companion contribution).
Subsequently Ecma TC32-TG17 has conducted further studies on NGCN, including but not restricted to their interaction with NGN, and has started to publish a new series of Technical Reports on NGCN. These take account of more recent thinking, including the Business Communication work of ETSI TISPAN. The first two Technical Reports cover general aspects (ECMA-TR/95) and Identification and Routing (ECMA-TR/96):
