	In subclause 5.6.1.2.2, the bullet list for cases b and m contains errors and contradictions and needs to be corrected to avoid different interpretations and interoperability problems.

1) Service type for user plane data is not specified;
2) SMS is covered by cases of user data whereas SMS as per legacy specification is categorized as signalling;

3) For the rare case of simultaneous control plane data and user plane data, bullets 1 and 2 have contradicting requirements;

To avoid contradiction, it is proposed to separate the cases based on user plane data and control plane data, and to not allow control plane data or SMS if the CPSR is used to request establishment of user plane.

It is further proposed to move the SMS requirements to case c, as in legacy.
