Overall description
CT1 has discussed and considered the implementation of, the Stage 2 requirement on reserving a range of TMGIs for use in Receive Only Mode. That Stage 2 requirement is given in TS 23.246 as,

A UE configured to operate in Receive Only Mode shall shall camp on a network cell in an eMBMS Broadcast carrier, shall attempt to receive MBMS service based only on a standardised TMGI value range for Receive Only Mode. The UE shall not attempt to receive MBMS service for TMGIs outside the standardized TMGI range.

For the broadcast component, the UE is configured with MBMS radio resources for TV service with no PLMN subscription. The broadcast component of the UE shall camp on a network cell in an eMBMS Broadcast carrier and shall attempt to receive MBMS service based only on a standardised TMGI value range. The UE shall not attempt to receive MBMS service for TMGIs outside the standardized TMGI range. The broadcast component shall refrain from any Mobility Management or other signalling with the network offering MBMS. The broadcast component uses the acquired system information to receive MBMS broadcast.

In our discussions, CT1 concludes that reserving a range of TMGIs has impracticalities and brings with it issues. In particular TMGI is a construct of MBMS Service IDs and MCC+MNC. To reservation a range of TMGIs would thus mean reserving also a range of MCC+MNC. This is problematic as
· Any range of MCC + MNC that CT1 wishes to block off will need the agreement and acceptance in 
ITU-T as it is ITU-T through their specification E.212 assigns the MCC+MNC combinations.
· CT1 would have to exhaustively declare for each and every combination of MCC+MNC the corresponding MBMS Service IDs.

· The reserved range of TMGIs (as it includes the MCC+MNC combination) will have to be regularly updated as Operators add in (or change) MNCs and also when telecommunication regulators add in MCCs

CT1 thus consider that a better way is to reserve a range of MBMS Service IDs for Receive Only Mode use and set the requirement that Receive Only Mode UEs shall use its pre-configured MCC+MNC combination together with the reserved range of MBMS Service IDs to search for broadcast service of enhanced TV service.
CT1 requested SA2 to take into consideration this CT1 agreement and consider what alignment is needed in TS 23.246.
