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Introduction

The WI MCImp-MCData-CT is planned to create the stage-3 documents 24.282 and 24.582 on one hand and introduce the necessary MCData related specifications into MC stage-3 documents 24.481, 24.482, 24.484 and 24.484 on the other hand, based on stage-2 documents 23.282, 23.280 and 33.abc (not yet created).
