IANA registration

Editor's note (CR#4507, WID: IMSprotoc6): The URN containing the top level and the first sub-service "country-specific" is to be registered with IANA at the end of Rel-12.

This sub-service URN needs to be defined in the Service URN Labels registry with the "sos" URN Service Labels subregistry.

Type of Assignment:

Assignment of a service URN with the "sos" service type as specified in RFC5031 [69], section 4.2.

The following service URN is proposed to be registered:

urn:service:sos.country-specific

Description:

This sub-service type is used before an appropriate sub-service type is registered with IANA for a specific emergency service. This sub-service type is not used where an appropriate sub-service type has been registered with IANA for the specific emergency service.

The next level of sub-services indicates the country where the specific emergency service is used. Subtypes below this are defined by national regulation of that country and are not registered with IANA.
Countries are sovereign and they determine which emergency services are defined, how they are addressed and who is responsible for the PSAP(s). Sometimes under police there could be quite many subdomains like national, state, military, local, traffic, federal etc. Also emergency services with similar responsibilities are having different names in different countries. So using of country-specific URNs is requited, making possible and simple using different names and emergency services defined by every country.
Fast reaction time for registering of country various emergency URNs is needed. National bodies may establish a new emergency service or change the name of an already existing one. The Experience so far with requests for registration regarding emergency URNs #65891 and #939513 shows how slow is the process. Registering country-specific request URN will be one-step solution, which will safe time for future requests.
Sos.country-specific subspace is owned by the respective country and not possible to be transferred to other country. It is a private national subspace. So using country-specific URNs will help the national authorities and not affect or impact emergency services defined in different countries.
