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A discussion had been triggered in RILTE regarding the routing of the SUBSCRIBE request generated by the P-CSCF to next hop. 
At the end of the registration procedure, the P-CSCF and the UE should subscribe to registration event package of the registered user. 
The SUBSCRIBE generated by the UE is routed to next hop using the pre-loaded Route header which is created from the service-route header in the 200 OK response to the REGISTER and containing the S-CSCF address as all subsequent IMS requests.
However according to the description in section 5.2.3 in 3GPP TS 24.229, the SUBSCRIBE generated by the P-CSCF does not contain this pre-loaded Route header. This means that the request will be routed based on request-URI, which will be the SIP URI that is the default IMPU of the user. 
In a roaming case, if this URI doesn’t include the operator domain name (e.g. mnc015.mcc234.3gppnetwork.org), the SUBSCRIBE request generated by the P-CSCF will not be able to be routed to the next hop (i.e. IBCF).

ACTION to 3GPP CT1:
[bookmark: _GoBack]NG/RILTE kindly asks 3GPP CT1 to clarify how the P-CSCF SUBSCRIBE procedure is routed such as described above, and to evaluate possible enhancements to avoid the constraints of user default IMPU.  
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
