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1. Overall Description:

In the original LS R5-169072 (CT1 number C1-170297), RAN5 had asked about the validity of using IP SMS (MO or MT) over emergency PDN as a test scenario for verifying that a UE performs emergency re-registration while a standalone transaction exists, core requirement specified in  TS 24.229, clause 5.1.6.4.
In the reply LS C1-170514 (RAN5 number R5-170613), CT1 answered that IP SMS (MO or MT) over emergency PDN would not be a valid use case for testing the above mentioned requirement.
RAN5 now faces the situation of having to test the requirement from TS 24.229, clause 5.1.6.4, but not knowing which SIP standalone transaction to use for such testing. Therefore, RAN5 respectfully asks which SIP transaction other than SIP MESSAGE can be  used for testing this requirement

RAN5 asks CT1 to clarify which SIP standalone transactions would be valid candidates in order to test the above mentioned requirement.
