Overall description
The following texts are excerpted from subclause “7.6.3 UE-initiated Connectivity to Additional PDN with GTP on S2b” of TS 23.402:

An UE attached for emergency services shall not initiate any additional PDN Connectivity Request procedure. An UE attached for regular services may request a PDN connection for emergency services if an emergency PDN connection is not already active.

CT1 understands the intention of the requirement above to align with what specified for UE attached for emergency in 3GPP access. Considering the difference between emergency session establishment on S2b and 3GPP access, CT1 reflects this requirement in a different way in stage-3 specification:
(a) Once the UE selects an emergency ePDG, the UE shall initiate an IKEv2 tunnel establishment procedure for emergency services towards this ePDG and shall not initiate any additional IKEv2 tunnel establishment procedure for non-emergency services or emergency services.

(b)
If the UE selects an normal ePDG, the UE may initiate an IKEv2 tunnel establishment procedure for emergency services a when emergency service is required and an emergency PDN connection is not already active.
