Discussion

In studying the tables presented above the following questions pop-up:
1 - Is there any reason for keeping the "Maximum data size for auto-send" as MCData Service configuration data (A.5) while for each group this parameter may take MCData related group specific value (A.4)? (The same question holds for Maximum data size for auto-receive")

2 - Is there any reason for keeping the "Maximum amount of data that an MCData user can transmit in a single request during one-to-one communication" as MCData user profile configuration data (A.3-1) and not as MCData service configuration data? (The same question for "Maximum amount of time that an MCData user can transmit in a single request during one-to-one communication")

3 - When stating "Whether MC data user is permitted to transmit data in the group" (table A.4-1), what is the intention? The phrasing implies as if this configuration parameter changes for each member of the group. On the other hand if this is a group configuration parameter, common to all group members, which member of the group will be permitted to transmit data?

Propositions

Based on the e-mail discussion conducted with the rapporteur of 23.282 and the rapporteur of 24.282 the following conclusions were drawn:

· "Maximum data size for auto-send" is a service configuration data. It is used for one-to-one SDS and group SDS. It can be re-defined for each group. The group configuration should not violate the service configuration.

· "Maximum data size for auto-receive" same as above

· "Maximum amount of data that an MC data user can transmit in a single request during group communication" same as above

· "Maximum amount of time that an MC data user can transmit in a single request during group communication" same as above

· For "Whether MCData user is permitted to transmit data" there are two possibilities:

· 1 - Keep it as user profile configuration data. For each group define it per member in the group configuration.

· 2 -  Keep it as user profile configuration data. Remove from group configuration. A group member without permission to transmit data will only be able to receive data. 

Conclusion

CT1 is required to discuss the subject and come to an agreement on the above mentioned propositions. CT1 may decide whether to send an LS to SA6 on this subject?
Appendix

All requirements are under the subclause 6.2 titled as " MCData Services requirements specific to on-network use "

[R-6.2.2.1-001] The MCData Service shall determine which Participant(s) are allowed to transmit data.

 [R-6.2.2.1-002a] The MCData Service shall provide a mechanism so that small data items can be automatically sent to the chosen receiving users (private communication) or to affiliated members of the Selected MCData group.

[R-6.2.2.1-002b] The MCData Service shall provide a mechanism so that when an MCData request to transmit is granted, the data can be automatically sent on to the chosen receiving users (private communication) or to affiliated members of the Selected MCData group (i.e. without prior acceptance from the receiving user).

[R-6.2.2.1-003] The MCData Service shall provide a mechanism for the MCData Administrator to configure the maximum data size for automatic data transmission.

[R-6.2.3-005] The MCData Service shall have a configurable limit for the maximum amount of data or time that a Participant transmits from a single request to transmit.

[R-6.2.3-006] The MCData Service shall enable an MCData Administrator to configure the limits for a transmission that a Participant transmits from a single request to transmit.
