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	Reason for change:
	In Rel-14 restriction of use of coverage enhancement has been introduced so that operators can limit resource utilization. For this usage restriction to be as meaningful as possible, operators need to rely on the restriction functionality being implemented in UEs, also roaming UEs not under control of the serving PLMN operator.
It is therefore proposed to mandate support of restriction on enhanced coverage for UEs that implement support for enhanced coverage.

Restriction on use of enhanced coverage 

In order to deal with use of extensive resources from the network, the operator may prevent specific subscribers from using enhanced coverage (see 3GPP TS 23.401 [10]). The UE supporting NB-S1 mode shall also support restriction on use of enhanced coverage. The UE supporting either CE mode A or CE mode B in WB.S1 mode shall also support restriction on use of enhanced coverage. The UE supporting restriction on use of enhanced coverage indicates its support for restriction on use of enhanced coverage in the ATTACH REQUEST and TRACKING AREA UPDATE REQUEST message. If the UE supports restriction on use of enhanced coverage, the MME indicates whether the use of enhanced coverage is restricted or not in the ATTACH ACCEPT message and TRACKING AREA UPDATE ACCEPT message (see subclause 5.5.1.2 and subclause 5.5.3.2). If the use of enhanced coverage is restricted, the UE shall not use enhanced coverage in the registered PLMN and in any PLMN which is in the list of equivalent PLMNs.
