General
The GMS shall handle the HTTP request as specified for the HTTP server in annex A of 3GPP TS 24.482 [10].

The GMS server shall send the HTTP request as specified for the HTTP client in the network entity in annex A of 3GPP TS 24.482 [10].

The GMS shall be configured with own public service identity for accessing documents.
The GMS shall be configured with an authorized GMS list, containing:

a)
own public service identity for accessing documents; and

b)
public service identities for accessing documents of GMSs of MCPTT providers which are partners of the MCPTT provider of the GMS.
The GMS shall be configured with an authorized MCPTT server list, containing public service identities of MCPTT servers of the MCPTT provider of the GMS.

When initiating a failure response to any received request, depending on operator policy, the GMS server may insert a Response-Source header field with an "fe" header field parameter constructed with the URN namespace "urn:3gpp:fe", the fe-id part of the URN set to "as" and the "role" header field parameter set to "gms" in accordance with subclause 7.2.17 of 3GPP TS 24.229 [12].
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
