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1. Introduction
In the ITU-T SG 2 meeting on March 29, 2017, ITU-T SG 2 made the following decision (as documented in the meeting report available at https://www.itu.int/md/T17-SG02-170329-TD-GEN-0118/en):
-
an MCC/MNC should be assigned for the service described in the specifications as the  “Multimedia Broadcast Multicast Service (MBMS) services for Receive-Only-Mode” provided in the 3GPP liaison ie 3GPP TS 32.246 and further specified in TS 29.061 and TS 24.117. 

-
ETSI as an ITU-T Member should notify the ITU-T annually that the MCC/MNC continues to be used and provide: (a) a list of any change made to the relevant specifications contained 53-GEN rev1 and (b) a summary of the changes.
-
Two options are possible regarding the value a) an MNC under a new global MCC or b) an assignment under 901. The participants noted that there were benefits in both but for option b) MCC/MNC 901 08 which was used and reclaimed should be avoided. The actual value may be chosen by the TSB Director in consultation with his advisors if necessary.

2. Reason for Change
The reserved range of TMGI based on the well-known MCC/MNC assigned to Receive Only Mode services needs to be specified.  The actual MCC/MNC value will be inserted when available. The related editor’s note needs to be removed. 
Receive only mode is applicable not only to TV broadcast, but to other services as well, such as V2X etc. The reserved range of TMGI should be split into subranges based on the type of service.

Since some networks offering services for Receive Only Mode may deploy the Service Annoucnement Channel (SACH) whereas others may not (see TS 26.346), it is useful to reserve a subrange of TMGI for SACH.

3. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.116.

5
Network selection procedure for broadcast TV service

In order to select a network to receive broadcast TV service, device performs the following steps:

a)
PLMN search, during which the device may use the information in the RAN information in the TV service configuration;

b)
Eliminate all PLMNs discovered in step a) that do not offer MBMS service on any of the TMGIs from the reserved TMGI range for Receive only mode. The determination of whether a PLMN offers MBMS service on TMGIs from the reserved range is based on:

Information configured in the TMGI List node of the TV service configuration; and

-
TMGI broadcast by the PLMN; and

c)
If there are more than one PLMN surviving the elimination in step b), select one PLMN based on implementation-specific criteria as PLMN selected for broadcast TV service.

The usage of the User service description and Service announcement for PLMN selection is FFS.


The reserved TMGI range for Receive only mode is defined in subclause 6.x.

6.x
Reserved TMGI for services for Receive only mode
Services for Receive only mode are assigned a TMGI from the range specified in this subclause.
NOTE:
The structure of TMGI is specified in 3GPP TS 23.003 [x]. The encoding of the TMGI information element is specified in 3GPP TS 24.301 [y].

6.x.1
MCC/MNC
TMGI assigned to a service for Receive only mode shall have the well-known values of MCC and MNC. 
Editor’s note: The well-known values of MCC and MNC for services for Receive only mode will be specified in this subclause when made available by ITU-T. 
6.x.2
MBMS Service ID

The four most significant bits of the MBMS Service ID assigned to a service for Receive only mode shall designate the type of service. For broadcast TV service for Receive only mode, the type of service is set to 0000. 
The four least significant bits of the MBMS Service ID are reserved for the Service Announcement User Service for Receive only mode. 
NOTE:
MBMS Service ID assigned to the Service Announcement User Service for broadcast TV service is in the range between 000000H and 00000FH.
