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1. Introduction
Add the decisions on the MCData client for sending FD requests
2. Reason for Change
FD requests can contain a request from the originating client to inform the terminating client to mandatorily download the file. This does not require any action from the user to confirm the download.

Additionally, a request from the user without a mandatory download indication may be overriden by the server (due to policy) and the server inserts the mandatory download indication in the request to the user.

However it is not so clear how a client chooses to use either the signalling plane (SIP MESSAGE) or media plane (SIP INVITE/MSRP) to initiate the FD request.

If we consider that for the media plane, the SIP INVITE request is actually used to set up the SIP session. When using the media plane, the mandatory download indication would appear in the media plane. However, when the server receives the media stream from the originating client (MSRP SEND) it has to be assumed that the terminating client accepts the file (given that the SIP session was established prior).

It is therefore proposed that:

1)
user consent can be obtained when using SIP MESSAGE as the SIP MESSAGE only contains the metadata and URL of the file. The responses can be "ACCEPTED", "REJECTED" and "DEFERRED". This equates to the use of the "non-mandatory download option".

2)
when a client wishes to send a FD request without mandatory download, SIP MESSAGE is used.

3)
when a client sends an FD request using SIP MESSAGE, the server may insert the mandatory download indication.

4)
for mandatory download, the terminating client simply accepts the SIP MESSAGE and begins to download the file using HTTP GET with the supplied URL.

5)
when a client wished to send an FD request with mandatory download, then the media plane is used.

3. Conclusion

In conclusion:

1)
user consent can be obtained when using SIP MESSAGE as the SIP MESSAGE only contains the metadata and URL of the file. The responses can be "ACCEPTED", "REJECTED" and "DEFERRED". This equates to the use of the "non-mandatory download option".

2)
when a client wishes to send a FD request without mandatory download, SIP MESSAGE is used.
3)
when a client sends an FD request using SIP MESSAGE, the server may insert the mandatory download indication.

4)
for mandatory download, the terminating client simply accepts the SIP request and there is no user consent required. In the case of using HTTP, the client begins to download the file automatically

5)
when a client wished to send an FD request with mandatory download, then the media plane is used.

-
a one-to-one standalone File Distribution (FD) message to another MCData user; or

-
a group standalone File Distribution (FD) message to a pre-configured group;

if the procedures in subclause 11.1 are successful:

a)
if requiring to send data without mandatory download, shall follow the procedures in subclause 10.2.4
b)
if requiring to send data with mandatory download, shall follow the the procedures in subclause 10.2.5
