TS 23.501 has been updated with new aspects of network slicing which need to be considered by CT1during their work on this topic (see approved CR in S2-175296). In particular, the NSSAI storage has been defined and needs to be considered by the TR.

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TR 24.890 v0.2.1.

Configured NSSAI as well as allowed NSSAI is a set composed of one or more S-NSSAIs associated with a PLMN identity. There shall be no duplicated PLMN identities in each of the list of configured NSSAI(s) and the list of allowed NSSAI(s). If the UE receives an allowed NSSAI from the serving AMF, it shall store this new allowed NSSAI and override any previously stored allowed NSSAI for this PLMN.
If available, the configured NSSAI(s) and/or allowed NSSAI(s) shall be stored in a non-volatile memory in the ME together with the SUPI from the USIM per PLMN. The configured NSSAI(s) and/or allowed NSSAI(s) can only be used if the SUPI from the USIM matches the SUPI stored in the non-volatile memory of the ME; else the UE shall delete them.
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
