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1. Introduction
TS 23.501 describes the Local Area Data Network (LADN) feature supported in the 5G System. It is related with 5GMM procedure and 5GSM procedure, so it needs to be reflected in various subclauses of TR 24.890. 

2. Reason for Change
The description for the LADN in TS 23.501 is relevant to CT1, so it should be included in TR 24.890 with some refinements. 
3. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TR 24.890 V0.2.1.

3.1
Definitions

For the purposes of the present document, the terms and definitions given in 3GPP TR 21.905 [1] and the following apply. A term defined in the present document takes precedence over the definition of the same term, if any, in 3GPP TR 21.905 [1].

N1 mode: A mode of a UE allowing access to the 5G core network via the 5G access network.
N1 NAS signalling connection: A peer to peer N1 mode connection between UE and AMF. An N1 NAS signalling connection is either the concatenation of an NR RRC connection via the Uu reference point and an NG connection via the N2 reference point for 3GPP access, or the concatenation of an IPsec tunnel via the NWu reference point and an NG connection via the N2 reference point for non-3GPP access.

5GMM-IDLE mode: A UE is in 5GMM-IDLE mode when no N1 NAS signalling connection between UE and network exists. The term 5GMM-IDLE mode used in the present document corresponds to the term CM-IDLE state used in 3GPP TS 23.501 [5].

Local Area Data Network
The UE is provided with Local Area Data Network (LADN) Availability Information IE consisting of LADN DNN and LADN service area (a set of Tracking Areas that belong to the current Registration Area) information based on the UE location during the registration procedure (see 3GPP TS 23.501 [5] and 3GPP TS 23.502 [6]).
The UE may request a PDU session establishment for an available LADN when the UE is located in the LADN service area. The UE shall not request a PDU session for a LADN when the UE is located outside the LADN service area, and the SMF shall reject the request if the UE request.
The UE shall not request a Service Request for the establishment of user plane for the LADN when the UE is located out of LADN service area. After the UE is paged and the UE triggers a service request procedure, if the SMF determines that the UE is out of the service area of the LADN, the SMF shall reject the establishment of user plane for the LADN PDU session.
If the UE has moved out of the LADN service area, the PDU session associated with the LADN may be deactivated or released by the SMF.
In this release, LADNs apply only to 3GPP accesses.
