Requirements on the Terminating Network

4.3.3.1
Data Sources

The eCNAM service involves the retrieval of the name data and the additional caller information from data sources that the terminating service provider has access to, based on service provider policy.

The special arrangements and interfaces between the terminating service provider and the data sources are outside the scope of this document and are subject to operator procedures.

 NOTE 1:
The accuracy of the name information and the metadata about the caller varies among sources, therefore, the terminating service provider exercises a choice of which source to use. The interfaces and protocols used to retrieve the data are typically negotiated between the terminating service provider and the data source.

NOTE 2:
The terminating service provider pre‑determines the elements of metadata that will be delivered on each call to eCNAM subscribers. The set of metadata varies from one service provider to another.
