	There is no correct normative text for management of MBMS bearers in either 24.379 or 24.380 (Note: unlike management of unicast bearers which is done automatically via the P-CSCF and the PCRF based on negotiated SDP, the management of the MBMS bearers needs to be done explicitly by the GCS AS).
Section 5.4, item 4. of TS 24.380 reads:

”when operating in systems that support MBMS functionality, act as a GCS AS as specified in 3GPP TS 29.468 [6], provide MBMS bearer management as specified in subclause 6.4 and the related MBMS subchannel control procedures as specified in subclause 10.2; and“
but subclause 6.4 deals with floor control, NOT with MBMS bearer management.
Bearer management is a signaling plane function which is covered in 24.379, rather than a user plane function.

when operating in systems that support and employ MBMS functionality, act as a GCS AS as specified in 3GPP TS 29.468 [6] and execute the related MBMS subchannel control procedures as specified in subclause 10.2; and

support media plane security as specified in clause 13.
