Justification

In Release 14, MCPTT requirements for MCPTT are contained in 3GPP TS 22.179 (specific to MCPTT) and 3GPP TS 22.280 for mission critical (MC) common services. and 3GPP TS 33.180 (security aspects). These requirements have been updated in Release 15 versions of the above mentioned technical specifications.
Stage-2 architecture and procedures for eMCPTT were specified in 3GPP TS 23.379, for common services in 3GPP TS 23.280 and security aspects in 3GPP TS 33.180. A subset of the features specified in Release 14 was specified for both the control plane and media plane. The Stage-3 specification of a subset of the Stage-2 specified features for Release-14 has been postponed to Release 15 as can be found in CP-171157. In the meantime, new features have been added to the Release 15 version of Stage-2 for enhMCPTT in 3GPP TS 23.379 and for common services in 3GPP TS 23.280.
In order to continue the protocol work in Stage 3 for untreated features from Release 14 and the new and enhanced MCPTT features specified in Stage 2 Release 15, and to specify common protocol aspects in Stage 3 for mission critical services, a new work item is required in Stage 3 
4
Objective

To define the protocol aspects of the untreated features from Release 14 and the new features of Release 15 based on Stage 2 technical specifications developed by SA6 and specified in 3GPP TS 23.379, 3GPP TS 23.280 and 3GPP TS 33.180.
To create new configuration parameters for the support of the new and enhanced enhMCPTT features.

For the new and enhanced enhMCPTT features, the Stage 3 work for each feature shall be started only after the applicable normative Stage 2 specification is available.
