Overall description
CT1 thanks GSMA RILTE for the incoming LS in C1-172838/RILTE#53Doc113 on TCP connection failure.
CT1 agrees that RFC 3261 section 8.1.3.1 specifies that a connection error in TCP must be treated as a 503 (Service Unavailable) response. 3GPP TS 24.229 subclause 5.1.2A.1.6 specifies that a UE when receiving a 503 response to a request from a P-CSCF to which the UE is registered, considers that P-CSCF unavailable or the registration flow (when the multiple registration mechanism is used) to be dead. This implies that the UE then performs an initial registration towards another P-CSCF. If needed the UE performs a P-CSCF selection before that initial registration.
CT1 has recently agreed a CR detailing this behaviour, see the attached CR.
