The Identity header field, which shall conform to the specifications in draft-ietf-stir-rfc4474bis [rfc4474bis].

The Call-Info header field, which shall conform to the specifications in RFC 3261 [rfc3261].
-
The Privacy header field, which shall conform to the specifications in RFC 3323 [rfc3323] and RFC 3325 [rfc3325].
NOTE:
The privacy level "session" and "critical" are not used in this specification.

The From header field, which shall conform to the specifications in RFC 3261 [rfc3261] and RFC 3966 [rfc3966].
-
The Feature-Caps header field defined in RFC 6809 [rfc6809].

4.5.1
General

Configuration of supplementary services by the user should:

-
take place over the Ut interface using XCAP as the enabling protocol as described in TS 24.623 [ts24623]; or

-
use SIP based user configuration as described in TS 24.238 [ts24238];

Other possibilities for user configuration, such as web-based provisioning or pre-provisioning by the operator are outside the scope of the present document, but are not precluded.
