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1. Introduction
There is the following text in TR 24.890 related to the 5GMM management states and substates:
From the UE's NAS perspective, the N1 interface is indistinguishable over the 3GPP access or the non-3GPP access in so much as the peer-to-peer signalling procedures and messages defined for UE NAS to 5GCN NAS over 3GPP access will be used for same purposes for UE NAS to 5GCN NAS over non-3GPP access. The 5GS NAS state machines of both 3GPP access or non-3GPP access should likewise have minimum differences. Maximum reuse should be the objective with any deviations or exceptions adopted if without such deviations or exceptions, signalling procedures and intended services will fail or malfunction, or service or architectural (or both) requirements cannot be met.
5GMM-REGISTERED and 5GMM-DEREGISTERED states are also applicable to non-3GPP access. The UE behavior in these states over non-3GPP would need to be adjusted  w.r.t. 3GPP access to account for:

-
no support for paging over non-3GPP access; and

-
no periodic registration updates. 
2. Reason for Change
There is a need to specify the UE behavior in 5GMM-REGISTERED and 5GMM-DEREGISTERED states over non-3GPP access.
3. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TR 24.890 v1.0.0.

Behaviour of the UE in state 5GMM-DEREGISTERED and state 5GMM-REGISTERED over non-3GPP access
The UE behaviour in state 5GMM-DEREGISTERED over non-3GPP access follows the UE behaviour in state 5GMM-DEREGISTERED over 3GPP access described in subclause 8.1.4.3.2, except for the substates of the 5GMM-DEREGISTERED that are not supported over non-3GPP access, as described in subclause 10.3.2.y.2.3.

The UE behaviour in state 5GMM-REGISTERED over non-3GPP access follows the UE behaviour in state 5GMM-REGISTERED over 3GPP access described in subclause 8.1.4.3.3, with the following exceptions:

-
some substates of the 5GMM-REGISTERED over 3GPP access are not supported over non-3GPP access, as described in subclause 10.3.2.y.2.4; and
-
in state 5GMM-REGISTERED.NORMAL-SERVICE, the UE shall not initiate a periodic registration procedure.
  NOTE:
Since paging is not supported over non-3GPP access, the UE will also not respond to paging in state 5GMM-REGISTERED.NORMAL-SERVICE over non-3GPP access.
