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1. Introduction
When UE triggerrs SR procedure requesting to activate User plane radio resources in uplink data status IE it is possible due to temporary or permanent error situations network may not be able to allocate the user plane for all the requested PDU sessions. 
2. Reason for Change
Currently for registration procedure following is specfied in 24.890 :

If the uplink data status IE is included in the REGISTRATION REQUEST message, the AMF shall:
-
indicate the SMF to re-activate the user plane for the corresponding PDU session contexts; and
-
include PDU session reactivation result IE to indicate the reactivation result of the UE requested reactivation for the PDU session. 
Uplink Data Status IE can also be included for SERVICE REQUEST procedure and hence similar changes are proposed in SERVICE REQUEST procedure section.
It is expected that PDU session reactivation result IE will have an information one bit per PDU session to indicate whether a particular PDU session activation was successful or not. 

However the cause for failure and if network wants back-off reactivation for failed PDU how to achieve is FFS and possible solutions are discussed in discussion paper C1-174211.

3. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TR 24.890 V1.0.3. 
* * * Changes * * * *
8.5.3.1.4
Service request procedure accepted by the network
For cases a, b, c, d and e in subclause 8.5.3.1.1, the UE shall treat the reception of the SERVICE ACCEPT message as successful completion of the procedure and stop timer Tx and enter the state 5GMM-REGISTERED. 

Editor's note:
For cases a, b, d and e in subclause 8.5.3.1.1, whether the indication from the lower layers that the user-plane radio resources are set up needs to be considered as a successful completion of the procedure is FFS.

The PDU session status information element may be included in the SERVICE ACCEPT message to indicate the PDU session(s) available in the network. If the PDU session status information element is included in the SERVICE ACCEPT message, then the UE shall deactivate all those PDU session contexts locally (without peer-to-peer signalling between the network and the UE) which are in active on the UE side, but are indicated by the AMF as being inactive.
If the uplink data status IE is included in the SERVICE REQUEST message, the AMF shall:
-
indicate the SMF to re-activate the user plane for the corresponding PDU session contexts; and
-
include the PDU session reactivation result IE in the SERVICE ACCEPT message to indicate the reactivation result of the UE requested reactivation for the PDU session.
Editor's note:
The contents of PDU session reactivation result IE is FFS. Whether PDU session reactivation result IE shall carry failure cause and optionally timer per PDU session or SERVICE ACCEPT message has to carry failure to reactivate cause and optionally timer for all the PDU sessions together is FFS.
