When a new Allowed NSSAI for a PLMN is received, the UE shall replace any stored Allowed NSSAI for this PLMN with this new Allowed NSSAI.

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TR 24.890 V1.0.0.

13.2.2
NSSAI storage

Configured NSSAI as well as allowed NSSAI is a set composed of one or more S-NSSAIs associated with a PLMN identity. There shall be no duplicated PLMN identities in each of the list of configured NSSAI(s) and the list of allowed NSSAI(s).

If available, the configured NSSAI(s) and/or allowed NSSAI(s) shall be stored in a non-volatile memory in the ME together with the SUPI from the USIM per PLMN. In addition, the allowed NSSAI(s) shall be marked as valid for current registration area, assigned to the UE during registration procedure. The allowed NSSAI(s) shall be stored, including when the UE is switched off, until new allowed NSSAI(s) are received for a given PLMN or the USIM is removed. The configured NSSAI(s) and/or allowed NSSAI(s) can only be used if the SUPI from the USIM matches the SUPI stored in the non-volatile memory of the ME; else the UE shall delete them.
