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1. Introduction

In addition, the SMF is the anchor point for session management and the AMF is the seperate anchor point for mobility management. Due to two entities  seperated, some information has to be delivered transparently.

The registration detail message coding in 5G is need to be resolved based on the stage two defined procedure and CT1’s own implementation decision.
