Justification

Usage of AT-commands is a standardised way to enable the communications between the Terminal Equipment (TE) and the Mobile Terminal (MT).

In support of MTC and CIoT extensions completed in Rel-14, a possible UE-architecture is to run the CIoT applications on an application processor (TE) and the LTE/EPC protocol stack on a signalling processor (MT). 

The AT commands can be used to assist in indicating access stratum release, in indicating bandwidth preference, etc.

Objective

The objectives for the WID are to:

-
specify AT-commands that can be used to configure the CIoT and MTC extensions completed in Rel-14, in the AS or NAS layers of the MT; and
-
specify unsolicited response codes from the CIoT and MTC extensions completed in Rel-14, in the AS or NAS layers of the MT that can be used to present to the CIoT and MTC Rel-14 applications.
