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1. Introduction
In LS R2-1709981 on CN node selection for LTE features when E-UTRA is connected to 5G CN, RAN2 raised the issue of the case when the UE wants to use features supported in EPS but not supported in 5G System Phase 1, and asked CT1 the following questions:

RAN2 respectfully ask CT1 how the UE connection to EPC is expected to be handled for features not supported by 5GC.
RAN2 also respectfully asks CT1 to provide feedback if any on RAN2 assumption that selection between EPC and 5G-CN in the UE is performed by upper layers (i.e. it is not an AS function).
The purpose of the present P-CR is to address this type of scenario in TR 24.890.
2. Reason for Change
A number of features that are supported in EPS will not be supported in 5G System Phase 1, for instance: ProSe, MBMS, CIoT optimizations, V2X etc. In case the UE capable of both N1 mode and S1 mode wishes to use one of these features, the UE should be allowed to attempt to reselect to an E-UTRA cell connected to EPC. To achieve this, it is proposed that in such a case, the UE may disable its N1 mode radio capabilities.

3. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TR 24.890 v1.0.3.

Core Network selection
If the UE is capable of both N1 mode and S1 mode, and wants to use one or more functionalities not supported in 5GS but supported in EPS, the UE may disable the N1 mode radio capabilities, and attempt to select an E-UTRA cell connected to EPC. 
Editor's note:
The N1 mode radio capabilities that the UE needs to disable in order to not reselect to NR or an E-UTRA cell connected to 5GC (i.e. avoid ping pong) need to be defined by RAN WGs.

Editor's note:
It is FFS whether the triggers for the UE to disable the N1 mode radio capabilities are left up to UE implementation.

Editor's note:
It is FFS whether network-initiated procedures to move the UE from 5GS to EPS are used.

The UE shall re-enable the N1 mode radio capabilities when:

-
the UE performs PLMN selection; and
-
the UE powers off and powers on again or the USIM is removed.
Editor's note:
Other conditions when the UE re-enables the N1 mode radio capabilities are FFS.
