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1. Introduction
The UE can use Reflective QoS (RQoS) if allowed by the network. To do so, the UE:
If the 3GPP UE supports Reflective QoS functionality, the UE shall indicate support of reflective QoS to the network (i.e. SMF) during the PDU session establishment. [from 23.501, section 5.7.5.1]
However, a UE that starts in EPC with a PDU connection, and later performs an inter-system change to 5GS, would not be able to use RQoS since the PDU was already established in EPC! Accordi

2. Reason for Change
To enable the use of RQoS for existing PDU sessions, after an inter-system change from EPC to 5GS. 

The UE should inform the network that it supports RQoS for existing PDU sessions. Since the PDU sessions are already established, the UE would initiate the PDU session modification to indicate RQoS support.
SA2 is also expected to adopt these changes as per the SA2 chairman notes for S2-177674:

“Alternate approach was taken as working assumption where UE initiates PDU session modification to indicate reflective QoS. CR will be submitted at next meeting”

As such, we also need to align the stage 3 specification.
3. Conclusions

For established PDU sessions in EPC, the UE should inform the SMF about RQoS support after inter-system change to 5GS.
4. Proposal

It is proposed to agree that the UE modifies its PDU sessions to indicate RQoS support after an inter-system change from EPC to 5GS. This is submitted for TR 24.890.

UE-requested PDU session modification procedure
9.5.4.1
General
The purpose of the UE-requested PDU session modification procedure is to enable the UE to request modification of a PDU session. The UE shall not request a PDU session modification for an LADN when the UE is located outside the LADN service area. The UE shall initiate this procedure to indicate the support of Reflective QoS after an inter-system change from S1 mode to N1 mode.

UE SM capability
This IE is included in the message when the UE requests to establish a new PDU session, or modifies an existing PDU session after an intersystem change from S1 mode to N1 mode, of "IP", "IPv4", "IPv6" or "Ethernet" PDU session type and the UE supports Reflective QoS.
