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1. Introduction
This CR proposes to make Service Request procedure as optional depending on UE policy when notification message is recevied.
2. Reason for Change
Change 1: 

SR procedure initiation when Notification message is received is optional for UE depending on its UE policy.
The below indicates when UE receives Notification message with PDU session associated with non-3GPP access and as per UE policy none of the PDU’s are allowed to be transferred to 3GPP access then UE need not send SR procedure. At the expiry of notification timer(Tyc) AMF will assume that UE policy doesn’t allow to re-activate the PDU session on 3GPP access and take related actions.

If the UE is in CM-IDLE state in non-3GPP access and in CM-CONNECTED state in 3GPP access, upon reception of NAS Notification message over 3GPP access containing PDU Session associated with non-3GPP access, the UE may initiate the UE Triggered Service Request procedure (clause 4.2.3.3) with the List Of Allowed PDU Sessions that can be re-activated over the 3GPP access, if allowed by UE policies. If the AMF does not receive the NAS Service Request message before Notification timer expires, the AMF notifies the SMF that the UE was reachable but did not accept to re-activate the PDU Session.
Change 2 deals with corrections in editorial errors. 

3. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TR 24.890 V1.1.1.

Notification procedure initiation

The network shall initiate the notification procedure by sending the NOTIFICATION message to the UE and start timer Tx (see example in figure 8.5.3.3.2.1). 
For a) in subclause 8.5.3.3.1, the NOTIFICATION message is sent from the network to the UE via 3GPP access. The NOTIFICATION message includes one or more PDU session IDs associated with non-3GPP access.
For b) in subclause 8.5.3.3.1, the NOTIFICATION message is sent from the network to the UE via non-3GPP access. The NOTIFICATION message includes one or more PDU session IDs associated with 3GPP access.

Notification procedure completion
Upon reception of NOTIFICATION message with PDU session ID(s) associated with 3GPP access, the UE shall initiate a service request procedure over 3GPP access as specified in subclauses 8.5.3.1.

Upon reception of NOTIFICATION message with PDU session ID(s) associated with non-3GPP access and if allowed as per UE policy, the UE shall initiate a service request procedure over 3GPP access as specified in subclauses 8.5.3.1.


Upon reception of SERVICE REQUEST message, the network shall stop Tyc and trigger service request procedure as specified in subclauses 8.5.3.1.

The following abnormal cases can be identified:

Paging message received with access type set to non-3GPP access while the UE is in 5GMM-CONNECTED mode over non-3GPP access.
