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Overall description
CT1 thanks SA1 for their LS on selectively disabling legacy radio access.

CT1 has discussed the LS as well as the associated SA1 agreed CR and has the following questions:
Question 1: The SA1 agreed CR is against TS 22.011, and was agreed under TEI16, however SA1’s LS only mentions the 5GS Phase 2 Work Item. Do the requirements agreed by SA1 apply only to 5GS, or do they also apply to EPS?

Question 2: Can the user re-allow a radio technology that has been disallowed by the HPLMN?

Question 3: Can the HPLMN re-allow a radio technology that has been disallowed by the user?

Question 4: The SA1 agreed CR contains the following text: "A UE shall support a secure mechanism for the user to disallow selection of one or more of the ME’s radio technologies". What kind of secure mechanisms is SA1 referring to since disallowing of radio technologies by the user is local to the UE? Does this mean disallowing of radio technologies by the user has to be password-protected?

Question 5: Per the SA1 agreed CR, radio technology disallowing applies "regardless of PLMN". Does this mean the radio technologies disallowed by the user and/or the HPLMN stay disallowed even when the UE moves to a new PLMN where these disallowed radio technologies are the only ones available?

Question 6: Shall the radio technologies disallowed by the HPLMN be re-allowed upon power-cycle or USIM removal?

Question 7: Shall the radio technologies disallowed by the user be re-allowed upon power-cycle or USIM removal?

Question 8: The SA1 agreed CR lists as radio technologies that can be disallowed "GSM/EDGE, WCDMA, LTE, and NR". However TS 22.011 and TS 22.261 do not refer to “LTE” but use "E-UTRA" instead. Similarly, TS 23.122 does not refer to "LTE" and "WCDMA" but uses "E-UTRAN" and "UTRAN" instead. For consistency in stage 3 specifications, CT1 intends to use the existing terminology in TS 23.122 for referring to radio technologies. Does SA1 see any issue with this approach?
Question 9: CT1 notes that E-UTRA connected to EPC and E-UTRA connected to5GC will use the same security algorithms at the radio interface, but regarding other aspects, e.g. the authentication procedure between UE and core network, E-UTRA connected to 5GC will use 5GS procedures, i.e. it will be more similar to NR connected to 5GC. Does the selective disabling of "E-UTRA" imply both the disabling of E-UTRA connected to EPC and E-UTRA connected to 5GC? Or is it necessary to distinguish between the two?
