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2. Reason for Change
Issue-1:
24.890 contains an editor's note on EPD definition in 24.007.
[bookmark: _GoBack]C1-180045 proposes a definition of EPD in 24.007. If C1-180045 (or its revision) is agreed, the editor's note can be removed.

Issue-2:
The 3rd sentence of subclause 9.2 states values of bits 1 to 4 of EPD in 5GMM message. 
However, this statement is valid for any usage of EPD - i.e. EPD in 5GMM messages, EPD in 5GSM message and EPD in messages of any future protocols using EPD. 
It would be more appropriate to provide this information in 24.007 instead.
4. Proposal
It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.501.

Editor's note:	The definition of the extended protocol discriminator in 3GPP TS 24.007 [6] is FFS.
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
