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1. Introduction
It is mandated that the SMF releases a PDU session if the UE does not respond to the PDU SESSION MODIFICATION COMMAND message with 5GSM cause #39 "reactivation requested".
2. Reason for Change
Like other modification failure cases, the SMF does not have to release the SSC mode 3 PDU session even if the UE does not respond to the message indicating reactivation of a new PDU session.

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.501 V0.2.2.

Network-requested PDU session modification procedure accepted by the UE
Upon receipt of the PDU SESSION MODIFICATION COMMAND message, if the UE provided a DNN for the establishment of the PDU session, the UE shall stop timer T35ab, if it is running for the DNN provided by the UE. If the UE did not provide a DNN for the establishment of the PDU session and the request type was different from "initial emergency request", the UE shall stop the timer T35ab associated with no DNN if it is running. If the MODIFY EPS BEARER CONTEXT REQUEST message was received for an emergency PDU session, the UE shall not stop the timer T35ab associated with no DNN if it is running.
Upon receipt of the PDU SESSION MODIFICATION COMMAND message, the UE shall stop timer T35cd associated with the same [S-NSSAI, DNN] combination as that the UE provided when the PDU session is established, if it is running.
Upon receipt of a PDU SESSION MODIFICATION COMMAND message and a PDU session ID, using the NAS transport procedure as specified in subclause 5.4.5, if the UE accepts the PDU SESSION MODIFICATION COMMAND message, the UE considers the PDU session as modified and the UE shall create a PDU SESSION MODIFICATION COMPLETE message.

If the PDU SESSION MODIFICATION COMMAND message contains the PTI value allocated in the UE-requested PDU session modification procedure, the UE shall release the PTI value indicated by the PTI IE and shall stop the timer T3581.
If the selected SSC mode of the PDU session is "SSC mode 3" and the PDU SESSION MODIFICATION COMMAND message includes 5GSM cause #39 "reactivation requested", the UE may re-initiate the UE-requested PDU session establishment procedure as specified in subclause 6.4.1 for the PDU session type, the SSC mode, the DNN, and the S-NSSAI if provided in the UE-requested PDU session establishment procedure of the present PDU session, after the completion of the network-requested PDU session modification procedure.

The UE shall transport the PDU SESSION MODIFICATION COMPLETE message and the PDU session ID, using the NAS transport procedure as specified in subclause 5.4.5.
Upon receipt of a PDU SESSION MODIFICATION COMPLETE message, the SMF shall stop timer T3591 and shall consider the PDU session as modified.

Abnormal cases on the network side

The following abnormal cases can be identified:

a)
Expiry of timer T3591

On the first expiry of the timer T3591, 
the SMF shall resend the PDU SESSION MODIFICATION COMMAND message and shall reset and restart timer T3591. This retransmission is repeated four times, i.e. on the fifth expiry of timer T3591

, the SMF shall abort the procedure and enter the state PDU SESSION ACTIVE.

The SMF may continue to use the previous configuration of the PDU session or initiate the network-requested PDU session release procedure.
