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Background: Mission Critical Push To Talk (MCPTT) was introduced into Rel-13 and enhanced in Rel-14. Mission Critical Data (MCData) and Mission Critical Video (MCVideo) were introduced into Rel-14. Media feature tags, feature capability indicators, INFO packages, MIME types and UDP port number for MONP messages were specified in TS 24.379, TS 24.481, TS 24.484, TS 24.281 and TS 24.282 with IANA registration forms specified at the back of the respective TSs. Such registration forms are used by CT1 MCC when commencing the registrations with IANA. It is the TS rapporteurs' responsibility to prompt CT1 MCC to start the registration and then follow-up the progress. If the registration is accepted, then editor's notes related to the registration can be removed. If the registration is rejected, work may be required by the rapporteurs before the registration can be re-submitted. This may require a CR to update the registration form in the respective TS.

This document serves as a reminder to TS rapporteurs to start and track IANA registrations for their specs.

MONP is used when UEs are off-network. Such UEs are isolated from the public Internet.

The response from IANA is:
We are awaiting some coordination for the assignment of 3GPP protocols.
In general, because these are not used in the public Internet, they would not be eligible for assignment. We recently made what we believed to be one of the last exceptions, only to have another request at this time. As a result, this request is being deferred until further coordination with the 3GPP group.

We will resolve this request. However, if you have feedback that will change the request to where you believe a port number is still warranted, please re-submit your request with the new/additional information.
